Grade K-2 “2021 Arizona Law Day” Lesson Plan

Objectives:  Students will…
· understand how rules keep us safe at school.
· learn what the outcome is when everyone follows rules.
· draw a picture depicting their favorite school rule.

Standards: 
· K.C1.1 Apply values of respect, responsibility, equality, and fairness within schools and communities.
· K.C4.2 Explain why rules are important within the classroom and school.
· K.G1.1 Use, explore, and construct maps, graphs, and other geographical representations to support content focus.
· 2V.CN.10.2 Create works of art about events in home, school, or community life.

Materials:
· Map of the United States (http://geoalliance.asu.edu/maps/world)
· 12-month calendar or display showing all 12 months
· Month of May calendar showing the days of the week
· Class Board or display with the term, “Law Day”
· Law Day Video Link: https://lawforkids.org/law-day-contest 
· Law Day Contest Handout for each student
· Art supplies for drawing for each student

Timeframe: 20 Minutes

1. Show a map of the world or the North American continent and ask a volunteer to place their hand on the location of the United States of America.  
2. Explain that in the Untitled States, on May 1, “Law Day” is celebrated.  Ask a volunteer to show where May is on a calendar or classroom display showing the names of the 12 months of the year.  Another student can point where the 1st day of May is on a calendar or display of the days in May.
3. Inform the class that they will see a video and have an opportunity to draw a picture about what they are learning.  Students may have an opportunity to have their picture entered in a contest for a chance to win an iPad!
4. Explain that first, students will participate in an activity to learn some of the terms.  Display the celebration title, “Law Day” on the board and ask a volunteer to circle the word, “Law”.  Explain that a law is like a rule.  You follow rules to keep safe.  A law is a rule that everyone must follow to keep safe while they.  
5. Next, explain that you will call out a rule and students can raise their hand and call out the name or title of someone at school who should follow that rule.  Explain that the name could be their first or last name of a student or adult at school and title means the job, an adult at school may have such as principal or teacher.  
Rules:
· Walk on the sidewalks and walkways.
· Throw trash in trash cans.
· Write on items made for writing on.
· Wait your turn to speak.
· Use kind words.
· “Treat others the way you want to be treated”.
· Ask before you take something that isn’t yours.
· Be honest when reporting what happened.
Who should follow? (Everyone)
· Teachers
· Students
· Parents coming on campus
· Custodians
· Cafeteria Workers
· Librarians
· School Safety Officers
· Crossing Guards
· Older siblings coming on campus
· Secretaries
· Counselors or Social Workers
· (Names)

6. Inform students that everyone they mentioned should follow all those rules to help keep that school campus safe for learning.
7. Go over the rules for behavior during a video, then play the “Law Day” video: https://lawforkids.org/law-day-contest. 
8. After the video, instruct students to think about what could happen if rules are not followed.  Give students think time.  Then ask for a few volunteers to share their response.  Record ideas on the board, then, ask what could happen if rules at school are not followed by everyone?  Ask a few volunteers to share and record their responses on the board.  
9. Provide the Law Day Contest Handout and drawing supplies to illustrate a school rule, everyone should follow.  Students should choose a rule they think is the most important rule to keep everyone safe and students learning.  Instruct students to write their name on the back of their drawing.  
10. Invite students to share their drawings with their peers and explain why they chose that rule.
