Objectives: 
· Students will recognize warning signs that a situation is escalating 
· Students will learn ways to respond to escalating situations

Materials: 
· Examples, 1 copy for whole group
· Scenario Card, 1 copy per pair
· Exit Ticket, 1 per student

Timeframe: 20 Minutes

Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.







Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. 
2. Show students example #1.
3. Set the scene: Imagine you’re in a city at night. People are celebrating, but things start getting out of control. People are climbing poles, breaking things, and crowds are getting louder.
4. Ask students: What do you think caused all of this? Provide sentence starters by writing the following on the board: “I think it happened because…” or “Maybe people were…”
5. Have students discuss in their small groups. Then invite groups to share their thoughts with the class.
6. Explain that this scene happened in Philadelphia after the Eagles won a Super Bowl. During the celebrations, thousands of fans poured into the streets. Among those, five people were arrested for assault on police, eight for vandalism, and 29 for disorderly conduct.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  https://abc7.com/post/philadelphia-eagles-fans-riot-dozens-arrested-win-super-bowl-pennsylvania-police-say/15889425/] 

7. Explain that fights, riots, and dangerous situations usually show warning signs before they happen.
8. Show students example #2 
9. Ask students: If you had been standing in that crowd, how would you know things were starting to escalate? Provide sentence starters by writing the following on the board: “I could tell because…” or “One warning sign is…”
10. Have students discuss in their small groups. Then invite groups to share their thoughts with the class.
Facilitator Note: Possible answers- tone changes (yelling, aggressive language), body language shifts (clenched fists, pacing, turning red), crowd-forming, recording, cheering, running to the conflict
11. Now that we’ve identified warning signs, let’s practice with a situation that could happen at school.
12. Group students into pairs from their small groups.
13. [bookmark: _Hlk90025687]Provide each pair with a scenario card. 
14. The facilitator will read the scenario and question aloud.
15. Pairs will work together to choose an answer.
16. Students will show their answer using their fingers (1, 2, 3, 4, or 5). 
17. The facilitator will review the correct answer after each question.
18. Continue until both questions have been read, answered, and reviewed. 
19. Debrief the lesson by asking students to complete the exit ticket showing what action they would take if a crowd started escalating.
20. Collect exit tickets as students exit the class and review to ensure they understand the content.
