Objectives: 
· Students will be able to identify trusted adults
· Students will learn to communicate about safety concerns

[bookmark: _Hlk146786023]Protective Factor Developed:  Connection/Committment to school

Materials: 
· Matching Game, 1 per group
· Blank sheet of paper, 1 per student
· Tape
Prior to the lesson:
· Cut and place each matching game into their own sealable plastic bag

Timeframe: 15 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.





Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each.
2. Greet students and introduce the topic: “Today we will be talking about who can help you at school when you feel unsafe.”
3. Ask students: “When do we tell an adult?” Take a few responses. Answer: When someone is or could get hurt.
4. Ask students to think about someone at school who is a trusted adult. Tell students: A trusted adult is someone you can go to when you need help, have a question, or want to report unsafe behavior. 
5. Distribute the matching game to each group.
6. Allow time for each group to match the trusted adult photo with their role.
7. Ask one group at a time to tape one of their matches on the board. Continue this process until all matches have been taped on the board.
8. Debrief the lesson by having students draw or write a trusted adult they could go to for help on a blank sheet of paper.

Family Share: Encourage students to take home and share their drawing with their family. They can discuss with their family members the trusted adult they can go to for help at school.
