Objectives: 
· Students will learn the difference between safe and risky online situations
· Students will demonstrate a safety response by identifying who they can go to for help

Materials: 
· [bookmark: _Hlk183183207]Social Media Slides
· Exit ticket, 1 per student
Prior to the lesson:
· Check with the classroom teacher to ensure the social media slides can be shared in the classroom using their available technology

Timeframe: 20 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive to effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

	



Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3-4 students each. 
2. Greet students and introduce the topic: “Healthy and unhealthy behaviors don’t only happen in-person, they can also happen online.”
3. Display social media slide 1.
4. Explain that you will read statements (on the social media slides) about an online situation and students must discuss and decide in their small groups how safe it is.  They will hold up 1 finger if they think it’s safe, 2 fingers if they think it depends, and 3 fingers if they think it’s risky. Pause to read explanation before moving to the next slide.
Statements:
A. [bookmark: _Hlk210810339]You post a picture. Your school’s name is in the background.
Explanation: People can see what school you go to. They might figure out where you are or where you go every day.
B. A friend tags you in a video.
Explanation: You know this person, so it may be okay. But they should ask you first. You get to choose what is posted about you. 
C. Someone you don’t know sends you a message saying, “You seem cool.”
Explanation: You don’t know this person in real life. People online can pretend to be someone else. Nice messages can be used to start a conversation.
D. Someone you met on a game asks to talk on a different app.
Explanation: They may want to move the chat where fewer people can see it. This can make it easier to hide what they are doing.
E. A person says they can help you make money online but won’t explain how.
Explanation: This is a warning sign. Safe people explain clearly. Some people try to trick others online to get something from them.
5. Debrief the lesson by having students complete the exit ticket.
6. Collect exit tickets as students exit the class and review to ensure they understood the content.
