Objectives: 
· Students will understand the meaning of a school threat
· Students will identify what a school threat is and is not

Prior to the lesson:
· Review the school’s policy to see which of the scenarios violated a school rule

Timeframe: 15 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching: For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students.
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.




Lesson:
1. Divide the class into small groups with 3-4 students in each group. Provide each group with a school threat and no threat card.
2. [bookmark: _Hlk216789382]Explain that everyone has the right to learn in a safe and calm school. Sometimes, people make choices that disrupt that safety or even break the law. Today, we’ll learn about laws that protect schools and students from threats.
3. Explain that a threat is intent to cause evil, injury, or damage.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  https://www.merriam-webster.com/dictionary/threat] 

4. Display an “Is It a Threat” Scenario so the whole class can see.
5. Explain that you will read the scenario to the class and students must discuss and decide in their small groups whether the scenario is a school threat or not a school threat. They should choose 1 group member to show their answer by holding up the corresponding card. 
6. Give groups time to discuss, then have groups hold up their card.
7. Reveal the correct answer to each scenario to ensure understanding. If it’s a school threat, use the facilitators’ guide to explain what law is broken. 
8. Continue until all scenarios have been presented.
9. Debrief the lesson by having students write on a sticky note something they learned.
10. Collect sticky notes as participants exit and review to ensure they understand the content.
