Incorrigible Behavior Lesson Plan
Source:  

Objectives:  
· Students will learn and define what incorrigible behavior is
· Students will explore the possible consequences of running away
· Students will understand how running away could raise their risk of being exploited

Materials:
· Large Poster paper and markers for each group
· Students will need personal paper and pencils
· Incorrigible Behavior strips (1 per student)
· Facilitator Guide
· Optional: a set of dice for each group
· Optional:  class internet access/ projector or individual/group internet access

Timeframe: 50 minutes

Activity 1: Give one-Get one Incorrigible Behavior Strips
1. Begin the activity by placing the students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each. Give each group large poster paper and markers.
2. Next, hand each student a different Incorrigible Behavior strip that gives either an example or consequence of incorrigible behavior.  Have each student write what is on their strip on their own individual paper. Explain that they will be starting a list and sharing their list.
3. Now, instruct each student to “Give one-Get one” by finding another student, not in their group, both students are to exchange information from their paper and record it on their own paper, adding to their list.  When they find the next student, they have to share another item on their list that student does not have and copy from their list information they don’t have.  They can only share one item from their list and add one item to their list with each new student. (There are 15 different strips in all.)
4. After an appropriate amount of time, have the students return to their seats and continue sharing from their list and add anything on their list from the group that they did not already have.  
5. Review with the class, all the pieces of information, so that students can check off how many items on their list they have recorded. Also, ask the students as you go through the list, which ones are examples and which ones are consequences of incorrigible behavior. (see Facilitator Guide)
6. Ask the students to think about the information they learned and if there was anything that surprised them and why. Invite a few volunteers to share their comments.

Activity 2: Run-Aways
1. Ask your students to give a show of hands if they think running away has any legal consequences.  
2. Inform students that running away is not illegal in Arizona but a run-away can still end up in court.   If a minor leaves home without permission they can be prosecuted as an incorrigible child.  If the parent cannot control the child, the child can be removed from the parent’s supervision.  Parents could face child abuse or neglect charges if found that their lack of parental supervision was a contributing factor of a youth running away.
3. Ask the groups to brainstorm a list of reasons on their large poster paper, why a teen might want to run-away and be ready to report out.
4. Ask each group to call-out one item on their list while the rest of the groups check that item off their list.  Continue to rotate around the groups until most items have been heard.
Examples:  hide drug or alcohol use, domestic violence or abuse at home; family conflict, peer pressure, exploitation from a predator, concerned about expected consequences, divorce, unwelcomed guests in the house, feelings of lack of safety or care, wanting to live with a friend or significant other, does not want to obey the rules, etc. 
5. Next, ask the students to give a show of hands if they think there are any legal consequences for helping and housing a run-away.  
6. Inform students that assisting run-aways is contributing to the delinquency of a minor and can result in criminal charges for the adult who is aiding the runaway.  Parents can also sue those housing their child in civil court.  

Activity 3:  Human Trafficking Quiz
1. Now ask the class to consider what life on the streets would be like for a run-away.  Instruct the students to collaborate with their group to illustrate life on the streets for a run-away, using their large poster paper. When groups are finished have them post their pictures.  
2. Explain to students that living on the streets raises their risk of being exploited or used to the advantage of others. One way of exploited vulnerable minors is by trafficking them for sex markets by means of force, fraud or coercion in exchange for perceived safety, protections and care.
3. Next, inform the class that they will compete as teams to win points from a quiz on human trafficking.  Hand each group a set of dice (or assign each question various points) and explain that the groups will choose a team name and roll their dice to see how many points they are competing for, then you will record those points on the board under a team name they create.  
4. Have the teams number their large poster paper 1-6
5. Read the first question and the possible answers and allow time for each team to record their responses.  Reveal the correct answer and record each team’s points on the board.  Continue through the questions. (see Facilitator Guide)
6. After the final question, tally the points to see which team won!

Debrief:  
Have the groups draft 3 questions on their poster paper, a youth should consider before they decide to run-away and be ready to report out.
Examples:  
· Do I have a place to stay?
· What about school? 
· How long will I be gone?
· What will I do for money, Shelter, Food, Transportation?
· Who can help if I leave home?
· What can I do to make things better at home?
· What if someone tries to harm me?
· Where can I go for help?
· Who can I ask for help?
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Incorrigible Behavior
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Examples:
· Repeatedly refuses to obey the reasonable and proper directions of a parent, guardian or custodian
· Beyond the control of a parent, guardian or custodian
· Routinely or habitually skips school
· A run away from the child's home or parent, guardian or custodian
· Disruptive and dangerous actions that threaten public safety 
· Repeated disruptive or dangerous behavior that disrupts the educational environment 
· Fails to obey any lawful order of a court of competent jurisdiction given in a non-criminal action

Consequences:

· Being fined
· Being placed on probation
· Being placed in the diversion program
· Juvenile Detention Center
· Community service
· Individual counseling
· Family counseling
· Educational programs
