Universal LRE Lesson Plans for
 Online, In-Person and Physical Distance Learning

Objectives:  
· The audience will learn about the role of ADE’s School Safety Funded Officers on school campuses
· The audience will view a short video on the role of School Safety Funded Officers
· The audience will take a short quiz to review what they learned
· Protective Factor:  School Connection

Timeframe: 30 minutes

Materials for Online Learning
· Fillable document with a 3-Column chart labeled, Think – Questions - Learned 
· ADE’s School Safety Funded Officer video link: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=fFw6XNKVr9Q&t=56s
· Video Quiz (If your platform allows, upload the quiz for individual responses or break out room collaboration.)-See pg. 4

If your online platform allows for break out rooms, divide audience into small groups of 4 or 5 participants each.  Groups may collaborate for each section of the chart, share in recording responses from the group, a volunteer from each group can save the document to their desktop for reporting out to the whole audience.  

On-Line Lesson:
1. Ask the audience if they ever wonder why their school has an officer on campus.  Explain that this lesson will help them understand the role of ADE’s School Safety Funded Officer on school campuses.
2. Share your screen while displaying your fillable document with a 3-columned chart labeled, Think – Questions – Learned.  Ask the audience to share why they think there is an officer on their school campus while you record responses under the “Think” column.  Ask a volunteer to read off the ideas listed.  
3. Next, instruct the audience to share any questions they have about why their school has an officer on campus and record those questions in the “Questions” column.  Ask a volunteer to read off the questions listed.  
4. Share the video link with the audience and explain that this short toon will help explain the role of ADE’s School Safety Funded Officer on their campus.  Inform the audience that there will be short quiz over what they learned from the video.
5. Explain how to access the video and to silent their mics while viewing the video on their own screen.  Allow for approximately 5 minutes for the audience to view the video.
6. Next, instruct the audience to share what they learned and record their comments under the “Learned” column on your document. 
7. Ask a volunteer to read off the ideas listed.  Check the “Questions” column on your chart and address any unanswered questions.  
8. Display the Video Quiz on your screen and instruct the audience to enter their responses if utilizing an individual test option or allow breakout room groups to collaborate; otherwise the audience may number their own paper or word document and save their responses to their desk top to report out. 
9. Call on volunteers to read a question and answer.  Gently correct if necessary.

10. Now, instruct the audience to think how ADE’s School Safety Funded Officers affect the safety and learning environment of their school and be ready to report out.
Possible Responses: 
· Increase student knowledge of consequences that affect them personally
· Provide opportunity for students to practice skills necessary to be a successful student
· Equip students with strategies to navigate school life safely
· Connects students to the school environment by making them more aware of their surroundings
· Helps build improved relationships with law enforcement
11. Share a fun fact about yourself and then play “20 Questions” where students may ask you questions, to learn more fun facts about you.  Provide rules for boundaries on types of questions.  
12. Invite the students to share one fun fact about themselves when they ask you a question.

Materials for In-Person/Physical Distance Learning:
· Large poster paper and markers for each group (*One poster for each team posted near their section of the classroom on the wall)
· Overhead projector, screen, mic and internet access
· ADE’s School Safety Funded Officer video link: https://www.youtube.com/feed/my_videos
· Video Quiz-1 copy per group (*displayed on overhead projector)-see pg. 4

If Physical Distancing is required, assign sections of students to the same team for collaboration, post a team poster that you and the teacher will fill out for them.  See * for additional adaptations.

Lesson:
1. Begin the activity by placing the audience into small groups of 4 or 5 in each.  (* Assign sections of students to the same team for collaboration.)
2. Draw a chart on the board with three columns labeled, Think – Questions – Learned. 
3. [bookmark: _Hlk47012779]Instruct the groups to create a copy of the chart on their large poster paper and discuss why they think their school has an officer on campus.  The groups should choose a recorder to record their ideas under the “Think” column.  (*Post a team poster with the chart that you or the teacher will fill out for each team.)
4. Call on a volunteer from each group or team to report out one different idea.  
5. Next, instruct the groups or teams to list any questions they have about why their school has an officer on campus in the “Questions” column.  (*The teacher or you will fill out each team’s chart.)
6. Call on a volunteer from each group or team to report out one different question.
7. Introduce the video and explain that this short toon will help explain the role of ADE’s School Safety Funded Officer on campus.  Inform the audience that there will be short quiz over what they learned from the video.
8. Play the video, then, instruct the groups or teams to discuss what they learned and choose a volunteer to record their comments under the “Learned” column on their group chart.  (*The teacher or you will fill out each team’s chart.)
9. Call on a volunteer from each group or team to report out one different thing learned.
10. Provide each group with a copy of the Video quiz and instruct the groups to collaborate to answer the questions.  (*Display the quiz on the overhead projector and instruct the audience to number their own paper and record the letter of their response.)
11. Call on volunteers to read off a question and answer.  Gently correct if necessary.

13. Rotate to each group and ask a volunteer to share one different way.
