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	Home
Homes were made of wood or logs and usually had one room. There was no electricity or running water, so people used candles for light and got their water from a well. 
	Bathroom
Bathrooms were in a separate building called the outhouse. There were no toilets or sinks. Baths were rare, a sponge, bowl and pitcher of water were used to wash up.

	School House
Students learned in one small room with students of all ages. One teacher taught all the students, and they used slates (little chalkboards) instead of notebooks. 
	Fashion
Boys wore a cotton shirt, vest, stockings and knee-length pants called breeches. Girls wore long dresses, aprons, and bonnets.

	Medicine
Doctors used plants and herbs to treat people. Many people made their own remedies at home.
	Voting
White men who owned land were allowed to vote. They voted in town meetings using quill pens and ink or sometimes by raising their hands.

	Transportation
People got around by walking, riding horses, or using horse-drawn wagons. Boats and ferries were used to cross rivers and lakes.
	Kitchen
There were no stoves, refrigerators or microwaves. People cooked over a big fire in the fireplace. They used heavy iron pots and made everything from scratch.
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
