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“Understanding the 4th Amendment in the Life of A Teen” Academy
Middle/High
4th Amendment Jeoparty Lesson Plan

Objectives:  Students will participate in a fun game to review their knowledge of the 4th Amendment

Materials:
· Jeopardy Game PPT
· Jeopardy Game Cards

Timeframe:  50 minutes
Activity: 
1. Begin activity by sorting participants into an even number of teams.
2. Allow teams time to come-up with their team name
3. Post jeopardy game on board or on projector
4. Teams take turns choosing a category and points to answer questions
5. Each right answer gets another pick, wrong answers-question goes to the other team for a chance to take the points and turn
6. Take score by recording points on the board.
7. Debrief lesson by asking students the following:
A. What amendment to the Constitution or Bill of Rights do they think is needed?   
B. Why is the Bill of Rights important to citizens?
C. What are some ways the police protect your rights?

Technical Instructions:

1. Up-load and Open  Jeoparty PPT on computer/projector
2. Edit any slides you see fit but don’t change the arrangement-click ‘save as’ and name
3. Open your file and project to classroom
4. Click on ‘Slide Show’ icon-allow intro to game time
5. To play game with students click on points under chosen category to reveal question
6. Click again to reveal answer-click again to return to game board
7. Have someone keep track of team points
8. Do not save-exit out or end slide show
