When is it Bullying by Recording Lesson Plan
Please obtain administrator approval prior to implementing this lesson.

Objectives:
· Students should learn the importance of reporting acts of bullying rather than recording them.
· Students should learn about the effects of recording humiliating situations.

Materials: 
· Large poster paper and markers, 1per group
· Small whiteboard and expo marker, 1 per group
· Scenarios, 1 set per group 
· Sticky notes, 1 per student

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson: 
1. Divide students into small groups of 3 or 4 students each. Provide each group with large poster paper and markers and small whiteboard and expo marker. Ask the groups to divide their poster paper into 3 sections and then put it aside.
2. Ask the students to share in their groups what types of videos would be embarrassing if shared online. For example, videos of falling down in an unflattering way.
3. Introduce the concept of “consent” by sharing the definition:
Consent: “Permission for something to happen or agreement to do something” – Oxford Dictionaries/Oxford University Press
4. Ask students to raise their hand if they have ever watched a video where the person was being recorded without their knowledge or with their knowledge but without their consent. 
5. Explain that this lesson will help the students understand when consent is needed for recording and how being recorded without consent can make someone feel. 
6. Explain that there are places where consent is not needed and places where it is. Inform the students that in a moment, a place will be read and in their small groups they will decide if consent is legally required or not. They should record their answer on their groups’ whiteboard and display when prompted to do so. 
a. At the food court in the mall- Not required, this is general public.
b. In a public bathroom- Required and illegal. Legal consequences could include jail time and for juveniles’ community service hours. 
c. In someone’s private house- Required. Could be a form of harassment and intimidation. Legal consequences could include jail time and/or community service hours.
d. In the school classroom- Required. Depending on the video and its content, it may be used for evidence. Legal consequences for recording in the juvenile system could include community service hours, probation, and affect their record. 
e. At the grocery store-Not required, this is general public. 
7. Now that the students know the legalities with recording someone without their consent, explain that recording someone may not always have a school or legal consequence, but it may have psychological or emotional consequences. 
8. Give each group this scenario:
Steph wakes up and checks her social media. She sees a video of herself at the school basketball game the night before. The video shows her dancing to the music during half time, and the over 200 comments are making fun of her dancing and what she is wearing. This is not the first time a post has been made where she has been secretly recorded.
9. Ask the small groups to discuss the scenario in their small groups and draw one picture or several pictures that demonstrate how they would feel if this happened to them or to someone they cared about. Encourage groups to demonstrate more than one emotion. They should only use the first section of their divided poster paper.
10. Share these statistics:
Bullied students indicate that bullying has a negative effect on how they feel about themselves (27%), their relationships with friends and family (19%), their schoolwork (19%), and physical health (14%).[footnoteRef:1] [1:  National Center for Education Statistics, 2019: chrome-extension://efaidnbmnnnibpcajpcglclefindmkaj/https://nces.ed.gov/pubs2019/2019054.pdf] 

Students who experience bullying are at increased risk for depression, anxiety, sleep difficulties, lower academic achievement, and dropping out of school.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  Centers for Disease Control, 2019- chrome-extension://efaidnbmnnnibpcajpcglclefindmkaj/https://nces.ed.gov/pubs2019/2019054.pdf ] 

11. Using the second section of their divided poster paper, ask the students to brainstorm how Steph might react after being bullied in this manner. Possible answers: skip school, hurt herself, confide in a friend, etc.
12. Ask each group to report out their work so far. 
13. After all groups have reported, explain to them that they can help or further hurt students like Steph. As bystanders, they can have a big impact on helping targets of bullying. 
14. Ask students to use their white board and expo marker again. You will read an act and they will decide in their groups if it “hurts” or “helps” targets of bullying. They should record on their whiteboard and display when prompted.
a. Not record other people without their consent (help)
b. Not share embarrassing videos of others (help)
c. Report damaging videos so the social media platform will take the video down (help)
d. Like the video (hurt)
e. Ask a trusted adult for help for the target (help; FACILITATOR NOTE: expand on this and help the students think of trusted adults)
15. Ask the small groups to complete their last section of their poster paper by writing their top 2 ways they would help.
16. Debrief the lesson by having each student write on a sticky note one way they can help stop cyberbullying. What actions can they take to stand up rather than walk away? They should turn in their sticky note as they leave the classroom. Review the notes later to see if the students understood the content of the lesson.
