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“Assertive Action:  Students solving social problems on school campus”: Academy
(Middle/High)
Campus Meet-Up:  Creating Welcoming Environments on School Campus Lesson Plan


Objectives:  
· Students will review the Arizona laws on Bullying
· Students will list ways to welcome and include their peers in social situations at school
· Students will design a program to welcome students into social groups on campus to help prevent bullying

Materials:
· Large poster paper and markers
· Student Word Puzzles on  Arizona Laws on Bullying (enough sets for each group-see PPT slides)
· Facilitator Key for Student Word Puzzle (see PPT slides)
· 7 Posters each titled with one of the following:  #1 CLASSROOMS, #2 SCHOOL CAMPUS, #3 SCHOOL CLUBS, #4 SCHOOL TEAMS, #5 SCHOOL LUNCH TIME, #6 BUS/BUS STOP, #7 WALKING TO AND FROM SCHOOL

Timeframe: 50 Minutes
Activity 1: Solve the Law Puzzles
1. Begin the activity by placing students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each. Provide large paper and markers for each group.
2. Inform the class that they are going to review three laws regarding bullying by collaborating as a group to solve word puzzles.
3. Allow groups time to choose a team name and record each team name on the board.  
4. Hand each team the same word puzzle, face down, and instruct the groups to turn the card over when you say go. As a group, they should collaborate to solve the puzzle.  Mark which teams finishes 1st, 2nd, 3rd and so forth.  When all teams are finished, start with the 1st team finished and have them read their statement, if it is correct that team gets 2 points and any other team that has it correct gets 1 point.  If the first team is incorrect, proceed to the 2nd place team to see if they have the correct reading.  
5. Continue this process with the second puzzle and again with the 3rd one.  (See PPT Slides and Key)
6. Ask the groups what percentage of responsibility would they assign to the school staff and what percentage of responsibility would they assign the student body to prevent bullying at school.  Ask the groups to record their percentages and share with the class their reasoning.  Allow time for the listening audience to respond to the presenting group’s reasoning.

Activity 2: Welcome Carousel
1. Next, inform the students that they are going to list ways they can share in the responsibility of preventing bullying at school and help create a positive learning environment that helps students to feel welcomed and included in particular social situations.
2. Post the 7 posters, titled with a particular social group at school, around the room and divide the class into 7 groups.  Assign the 7 groups a different poster and instruct each group to discuss and decide on one idea, different from any ideas listed, that they could add to the poster that would give an example on how to make students feel more welcomed and included or actions they could take as an Upstander against bullying in that particular social situation. Explain that each group will collaborate on one idea and wait to rotate until the teacher says, “Rotate”.
3. When the groups rotate to the poster they started with, ask for each group to report out that poster.  

Activity 3:  Welcome Programs
1. Next, inform the class they are going to view some video clips showing school programs where the students are trying to improve the school environment and make a safe place for learning.  (Alternative: Articles can be printed instead and groups can share in reading the articles and taking notes and then reporting out.)
2. After each clip, have the students collaborate with their group to record  the following features of the program viewed, on large poster paper:
a. Title of the Program
b. Social Situation at School
c. A feature of the program that invites students
d. A feature of the program that welcomes students 
e. An explanation on how this program can improve the school environment
f. An explanation on how this program can help prevent bullying

3. Now, inform each group that they will have an opportunity to create a student led school program. The purpose of the program is to help students feel welcomed and included in social groups at school in order to help prevent bullying. Their program should contain the same features listed in step 5.
4. Allow time for each group to create their program and record and/or illustrate on the large poster paper.  Rotate around to each group, checking for understanding, appropriate content and to answer any questions.
5. After each group presents their program to the class, give time for the listening audience to provide additional suggestions for the program presented.  

Debrief:  Toss a ball to a willing participant and ask for one way they can help prevent bullying on their school campus. Instruct the catcher to toss the all to another willing participant that will give another way to be an Upstander.
