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“Beyond the Classroom:  Cyberbullying through Social Media” Academy
(Middle/High)
Reporting Cyberbullying Lesson Plan
Obtain Administrator Approval Prior to Implementing Lesson

Objectives:  Students will…
· Understand the importance of reporting cyberbullying
· Learn what qualities make a trusted adult someone to report to
· Report on cyberbullying scenarios

Materials:
· Large paper and markers for each group
· Copies of the school’s policy on cyberbullying and reporting (or use overhead projector to display)
· Scenarios and key-1 scenario per group

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

Activity 1:  Impact of Reporting
1. Begin the activity by placing the students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each. Supply each group with large poster paper and markers.
2. Instruct the groups to list on their large poster paper possible emotions a target of cyberbullying may experience. 
3. Rotate around to each group and ask a volunteer to share one response from their group.  Continue rotating until all different responses have been shared.  Record responses on the board.
Possible Responses:  stressed, isolated, depressed, lonely, helpless, angry, scared, etc.
4. Next, instruct the students to discuss with their groups what impact reporting could have on a cyberbullying situation.  
5. Rotate around to each group again and ask for a volunteer to share one response from their group.  Record those responses on the board.  
Possible Responses:  both parties involved could receive help, the bullying can be stopped, technology rights are protected, keep aggressive actions from escalating, etc.

Activity 2:  Seeking Help
1. Next, ask the groups to brainstorm a list of ways to report cyberbullying.  Each group should choose a volunteer to record their response on their large poster paper and post.  
2. Ask for a volunteer from each group to stand next to their group’s poster with a marker.  Have one volunteer call out one answer from their poster and instruct the other volunteers to check any similar items off their list.  Continue rotating around to each poster until all ideas have been reported. 
Possible Responses:  filling out the report form on websites, informing school officials if it involves school time or students, tell a trusted adult, 
3. If any group mentioned a trusted adult or an adult, inform the class that they will explore further who a trusted adult is.  Instruct the groups to choose a volunteer to draw on another sheet of poster paper, the outline of a person they would consider to be a trusted adult.  
4. Instruct the groups to collaborate to add labels around the outline of the person that highlight behaviors that make this person a trusted adult. 
5. Have the groups post their outline and then provide opportunity for a volunteer from each group to share one reason why someone may be considered a trusted adult.
Possible Responses:  takes action by asking other trusted adults to assist, believes you have real concerns, respects your right to express your feelings, proven to keep information confidential, telling only those in authority who need to know in order to help, listens and provides helpful strategies, etc. 

Activity 3: Round Robin Report
1. Hand each group one scenario (see odd numbered slides) and instruct the groups to discuss and list possible emotions the target could experience. They should then list what could happen if the situation was not reported and then how the situation could be reported.
2. Allow time for each group to read their scenario to the class and share one emotion the target may feel, one thing that could happen if the situation was not reported and one way to report. (see even numbered slides)

Debrief:  Ask students to call out one way reason to report cyberbullying.
