Campus Issues Lesson Plan

Objectives:  
· Students will explore campus issues that affect their school’s environment
· Students will investigate school data on campus issues relating to them
· Students will learn about School Resource Officers who lead their students to make positive changes on their school campus

Materials:
· Large poster paper and markers for each group
· School Handbook on policies regarding criminal behavior
· Facilitator Guide:  ARS Statutes

Timeframe: 50 minutes

Set: Brainstorm possible crime on campus
1. Begin activity by placing the students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each. Supply each group with large poster paper and markers.  
2. Ask the students to think about what crimes they think happen on their school campus.  Instruct the groups to cooperate together to draw illustrations on their large poster paper, depicting the types of crimes that may be happening on their campus.  Instruct the groups to choose a volunteer to post the paper and be ready to report for their group.
3. As each group reports out, ask if their group is aware of what school or civic penalties exist for each crime.  As the facilitator, be ready to share the school handbook policies and any ARS codes on crimes committed on school campus.  (See facilitator guide for ARS Statutes) 

Activity 1: Safe/Unsafe Continuum
1. Explain to the class they will have an opportunity to participate in a continuum between safe or unsafe feelings on the conditions that contribute to a school environment.
2. Post the two signs:  Safe and Unsafe on opposite sides of the room.
3. Instruct the students to listen to the following statements and then stand along a continuum between the two signs closest to the point that best indicated their opinion.  
4. After each statement is read and students have chosen a place to stand, ask a few volunteers to share what their reasoning was for their choice.  
School Conditions (Choose any of the left or right condition and/or add your own school site’s specific conditions.) National Crime Prevention Council
· dim or dark areas/good lighting
· isolated area/occupied or frequently used spaces
· unkempt site/well maintained areas
· signs of graffiti/signs of artwork and murals
· signs of vandalism/signs of gardening and landscaping
· crowding and congestion/adequate and predictable room for movement
· areas hidden from view/surveillance cameras
· metal detectors
· Surveillance cameras
· no alternative routes/alternative paths for travel
· disorderly behavior/orderly behavior
· illicit drug use/school functions
· lack of authority figure/presence of authority figure
· no source of assistance/access to assistance
· inconsistent of enforcement of standards and rules for behavior/consistent enforcement of rules 

5. Instruct groups to go back to their seats and have them brainstorm with their group one way laws and/or school policies help make their campus feel safer and reduce the crime on campus and be ready to report out.
Examples:  rules/consequences for students conduct on/with school property; presence of authority figures out and about campus; etc.)

Activity 2:  High/Low School Safety Stats
1. Explain to the students that next they will participate in a High/Low activity.  Inform the class that you will read a statistic from the 2013 Arizona Youth Behavior Survey.  If they think the statistic reported was higher than you mentioned, they are to raise their hands up in the air.  If they think the statistic reported is lower than you mentioned, they are to keep their hands lowered.  
2. Read the following statistics and allow time for the students to raise their hands or keep them lowered before you reveal the reported statistic.  Ask a few volunteers to give their opinion about their own school campus, do they think the statistic would be higher or lower than what was reported on the survey. 
3. When you have finished reading all the statistics, ask the students to discuss in their group what information from the statistics surprised them and why.  Then ask for a few volunteers to share their opinions. (See Facilitator Guide: AZ 2013 Youth Risk Behavior Survey)

Activity 3:  School Resource Officer/Student Programs
1. Inform the class that school resource officers do many things to help students feel safe at school; such as, teach law-related education so students can be informed of their rights under the law and learn how they can have a role as active participants in their government at school and in their communities.  School resources officers also help the staff watch over the school campus and are a part of the planning and preparing the school for safety and prevention.  (Please add specific duties and projects/programs that the school resource officer is involved in on your campus.)
2. Give each group a handout about a school resource officer’s efforts to work with students to provide a safer, crime-free campus.  Ask the group to choose a volunteer or take turns reading their handout to their group.  
3. When most groups have had a chance to read their handout, further explain that as a group they are to work cooperatively and summarize the information by writing the title and at least 5 bullet points of the main ideas from the handout on their large poster paper and be ready to report out to the class.  
4. After each group reports out, ask the rest of the students to write down on their own paper, one way they think this school resource officer’s program has helped students feel safer at school and or reduced crime on campus.

Debrief:
Ask the students to discuss in their groups any possible ideas they have to work with their school resource officer to reduce crime on campus and help their peers feel safer at school.  Have a volunteer from each group share an idea from the group.

Bullying:
Each school is required to have a procedure for students, parents and teachers to confidentially report bullying behavior to a school official to trigger investigation, punishment and prevention of further bullying behavior. (A.R.S. §15-341). 
If the bullying acts threaten or actually cause injury to a person or property, then more severe penalties are called for and carried out under Arizona’s criminal laws. (A.R.S. §13-2911). 
Drug Use:
Huffing It is against the law to knowingly breathe, inhale, or drink a vapor-releasing toxic substance. Common things that fit this definition are glue, spray paint, gasoline, etc.
There are regulations regarding the sale of inhalants. Using or selling these substances is regarded as a class 5 felony or a class 1 misdemeanor depending on the seriousness of the offense (ARS 13-3403).
Possession and use of marijuana is either a felony or a misdemeanor. Possession of marijuana that you intend to sell is a felony. Possession and use of marijuana can result in probation, attending classes on the harmful effects of drugs, and performing community service (ARS 13-3405). You may also lose your driving privileges.
Adjudication on a marijuana charge goes on your record and can follow you throughout your life. For example, a candidate for a U.S. Supreme Court appointment was disqualified after admitting he had used marijuana as a student.
Arizona Governor Jan Brewer signed HB 2167 into law, making it illegal to sell, possess or use synthetic marijuana, otherwise known as "K2" or "Spice." (A.R.S. §13-3401) and (A.R.S. § 36-2512) were changed based upon this approved bill.
Any person who knowingly sells or gives tobacco products to minors is guilty of a petty offense.  Any minor who has tobacco in his or her possession is guilty of an incorrigible act (ARS 13-3622).
Tobacco products are defined as cigars, cigarettes, or cigarette papers, and smoking or chewing tobacco (ARS 13-3622). So if you are under the age of 18 you should not have any of these items. If you do, you are guilty of an incorrigible act.
In addition to this, smoking tobacco in locations such as elevators, busses, libraries, museums, and health care institutions is considered a public nuisance and dangerous to public health.  An adult guilty of such acts would be charged with a petty offense, while a minor would be charged with a delinquent act (ARS 36-601.01).
It is against the law for a person under the legal drinking age (which is 21) to buy, receive, have in possession, or consume alcohol (ARS 4-244).
If you have or use alcohol when you are under the age of 21, you may be put on probation, have your driving privileges suspended, or pay fines or damages.
Arizona law classifies methamphetamine as a dangerous drug (A.R.S. §13-3401) and makes it a crime to knowingly use, possess, buy, sell, transport, or manufacture. It is also a crime to possess the equipment or chemicals to manufacture Methamphetamine (A.R.S. §13-3407). The criminal penalties for violation of the laws are harsh and include significant prison time and fines (A.R.S. §13-712).
Property Damage: 
If you damage property, you will be held accountable. If you recklessly damage property, it is called criminal damage. Criminal damages as defined by Arizona state law (A.R.S. 13-1602A&B) may be a misdemeanor or a felony depending on the amount of damage. In many cases you and your parents are responsible for paying for damages.
Defacing property is also considered criminal damages. This includes marking, scratching or painting of property that does not belong to you and without the owner's permission. Painting graffiti is breaking the law.
In Arizona, a 16-year old who spray-painted 32 homes, half-dozen cars, and various garage doors and fences was tried as an adult and sentenced to 2 months in jail and 3 year probation. Juveniles who damage the property of others can be placed on probation (either with or without detention) and can be required to pay for damages.
School Threats:
Under Arizona Law (ARS 13-2911), there are very specific penalties for any person who commits “interference or disruption” to an educational institution. 
1. Threatening to cause physical injury to any employee of or any person attending an educational institution. 
2. Threatening to cause damage to any educational institution, property of any educational institution, or property of any person attending an educational institution.
A person found to be in violation of this law as described in paragraphs 1 or 2 above may be charged with a Class 6 Felony. It does not matter if the above actions were not directed to any specific individual, educational institution or property of an educational institutional.
3. Knowingly goes onto or remains on the property of an educational institution for the purpose of interfering with or disrupting the lawful use of the property, or in any manner that interferes with the lawful use of the property by others. 
4. Knowingly refuses to obey a lawful order to leave the property by a school official, officer or employee of an educational institutional.
A person found to be in violation of this law as described in paragraphs 3 or 4 as described above may be charged with a Class 1 Misdemeanor.
EXPULSION:
In addition to the existing reasons for expulsion, a school district or charter school is now required to expel from school for at least one year, a pupil who is determined to have violated any section of this statute. A school district or charter school may modify the expulsion requirement on a case by case basis if the pupil participates in mediation, community service, restitution or other programs in which the pupil takes responsibility for the results of the threat. A parent or guardian may also be required to participate in mediation, community service, restitution or other programs in which the parent or guardian takes responsibility with the pupil for the threat. A school district may also reassign a pupil to an alternative education program (ARS 15-841).
DEADLY WEAPONS:
Arizona Law (ARS 13-3101) says that a Deadly weapon is anything that is designed for lethal use, including a firearm.
It is against Arizona law to carry a firearm or any deadly weapon on a school campus (ARS 13-3102).

13-1802. Theft; classification; definitions
A. A person commits theft if, without lawful authority, the person knowingly:
1. Controls property of another with the intent to deprive the other person of such property;

a. 9.8 percent of students surveyed reported carrying a weapon such as a gun, knife, or club on school property on one or more of the past 30 days. 
Lower:   4.8

b. 4.7 percent of students surveyed reported they did not go to school on one or more of the past 30 days because they felt they would be unsafe at school or on their way to or from school.  
Higher:  8.3

c. 12.3 percent of students surveyed reported they had been threatened or injured with a weapon such as a gun, knife, or club on school property one or more times during the past 12 months.
Lower:  9.1

d. 6.9 percent of students surveyed reported they were in a physical fight on school property one or more times during the past 12 months.
Higher:  8.8

e. 10.1 percent of students surveyed reported they had smoked cigarettes on school property on one or more of the past 30 days.
Lower:  3.1

f. 22.5 percent of students surveyed reported they were offered, sold, or given an illegal drug by someone on school property during the past 12 months.
Higher:  31.3

g. 2.7 percent of students surveyed reported they had carried a gun on school property on one or more of the past 30 days.
Lower: 2.1

h. 66.2 percent of students surveyed reported that they feel safe and secure at school most of the time or always.  
Higher: 75.8

i. 17.9 percent of students surveyed reported they have been harassed or bullied once or twice, monthly, weekly, or daily on school property during the past 12 months.
Higher:  29.1

j. 12.6 percent of students surveyed reported they have harassed or bullied someone else once or twice, monthly, weekly, or daily on school property during the past 12 months. 
Higher: 20.3

k. 15.2 percent of students surveyed reported they have had property such as their car, clothing, or books stolen or deliberately damaged on school property once or twice, monthly, weekly, or daily during the past 12 months.
Higher:  23.3

l. 5 percent of students surveyed reported they had used chewing tobacco, snuff, or dip on school property on one or more of the past 30 days.
Lower:  4.0

m. 9.3 percent of students surveyed reported they had at least one drink of alcohol on school property on one or more of the past 30 days.
Lower:  6.5

n. 11.5 percent of students surveyed reported they had used marijuana on school property one or more times during the past 30 days.
Lower:  6.5

o. 23.4 percent of students surveyed reported they had attended school under the influence of alcohol or other illegal drugs, such as marijuana or cocaine, one or more times during the past 12 months
Lower: 19.5
