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“Campus Crime Watch:  Fostering Leaders of Positive Change” Academy
(Elementary/Middle)
Campus Action Lesson Plan


Objectives:  
· Students will brainstorm a list of possible service projects that can help reduce campus crime
· Students will collaborate as a group to plan, create and present a service-learning project
· Students will critique their classmates service-learning project idea
· Students will have opportunity to implement their service-learning project

Materials:
· Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Service-Learning Project Handout  for each group (5 different ones in all)
· Optional: Children’s Story Book Template
· Virtue Thumball or any item that can be safely tossed in the classroom

Timeframe: 50 minutes

Activity 1: Brainstorming a List of Service-Learning Projects
1. Begin the activity by placing the students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each. Supply each group with large poster paper and markers.  
2. Speak to the class about how important their role is in preventing campus crime and that as a group they have even more power to help ensure a positive school environment.  
3. Explain that as a group they are going to compete to create a list on their large poster paper of positive service projects they have either heard of, been involved with, or would like to do on their school campus that would help reduce campus crime such as campus property damage, theft on campus, and drugs on campus.  They will have three minutes to complete their list.  The goal is to see which group can come up with the most project ideas.  
4. When the time is up, have each group hold their hands up and step away from their poster.  Have one group at a time call out one item from their list and have the other groups check off any items that are similar. Rotate around the groups until all items have been reported.  See which group had the most items!
5. Remind the students that there are many ideas that they can become a part of or lead others to accomplish, to improve their school environment and reduce campus crime. By being involved in such projects is a part of being an active citizen-an upstander instead of a bystander! 

Activity 2: Service Learning Project Assignment
1. Hand each group a Service-Learning Project Handout assignment and explain that each group is being assigned a different project.  As a group, they are to review their handout, create their project, record their reflections on their handout and be ready to present their project for critique by their classmates.  The critique will be a way to evaluate the effectiveness of their project idea and determine what they learned about being an upstander against campus crime.  
2. As facilitator, walk among the groups providing any feedback or guidance as needed.   

Activity 3:  Critiquing Service-Learning Project
Invite one group at a time to present their project to the class.  Instruct the rest of the class to use their critique page to record their observations and feedback on the presenting group’s presentation.  

Optional:  Arrange for groups to implement their project on their school campus:  
-Read Aloud a Children’s Story on Bully Prevention:  Arrange for the group to invite a lower grade to either come in to their classroom or your class will go to them to read their children’s book on preventing Bullying.
-School Posters Campus Drug Prevention:  Arrange for the posters to be made, possibly in art class, after or before school with a school sponsor and permission to display around school.
-Public Service Announcement on Campus Theft Prevention:  Arrange for the PSA to be videoed and shown on school TV monitor used for announcements.
-Skits on School Property Damage Prevention:  arrange for the skits to be seen during school assemblies/presentations or by invitation to classrooms.  
-Social Media Blog on Upstander vs Bystanders:  Arrange to have message posted on school web pages

Debrief:
Toss the (Virtue Thumball) or other ball around the room and have the students share one of their positive actions or traits that makes them a positive leader for service on their school campus.

Messages:

If bullies threaten or cause harm to someone or something they could be in more trouble with the law. (A.R.S. §13-2911).

c. Have alternative positive activities you can suggest to your friends instead of drug use.
What does the law say about drugs on Campus?
Using, selling, possessing or giving tobacco products, alcohol, forms of marijuana, inhalants, prescription drugs or any illegal drug on school campus can carry legal consequences.  (ARS 13-3411)
