Objectives: 
· Students should understand the legality of recording in public places.
· Students should understand the legality of recording police.

Materials: 
· Large poster paper and markers for each group
· “Legality of Recording” cards, 1 set per group
· “Recording without Consent.” Handout, 1 per group
· Ticket Out, 1 per student

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson: 
1. Divide students into small groups of 3 or 4 students each. Provide each group with large poster paper and markers.
2. Ask students to brainstorm with their group and write everything they know about cellphones and the law on their poster paper.
3. Have groups share out.
4. Explain that this lesson will go in detail about cellphones and the law.
5. Distribute the cards “Legality of Recording.” There are 4 cards that include the legality. Students will place the legality cards in four separate columns, then use the scenario cards and place them under the correct legality card.  
a. [bookmark: _Hlk162523516][bookmark: _Hlk162522807]You are at a restaurant with friends, and you inform them that you will be recording the conversation all of you are having. (Not illegal, ARS 13-3005)
b. You are at the mall, people are laughing and shopping, having a good time and you decide to record them. (Not illegal)
c. [bookmark: _Hlk162523164]You are recording your friend singing in the locker room at school and students are changing into their gym clothes. (Illegal, ARS 13-3019)
d. You are recording yourself do your makeup in the restroom at your school. There are others in the bathroom that you don’t know. (Illegal, ARS 13-3019)
e. You are arguing with someone, and they start recording you. (Legal)
f. You are at a school meeting with your parents, school counselor, principal, and your teachers. The discussion will be about your graduation and your parents secretly record the meeting. (Legal)
g. You are having dinner at your neighbor’s house and decide to record their living room artwork. (Legal) 
h. You are standing in the doorway of your neighbor's house waiting for them to give you something and decide to record their dog without their knowledge.  (Legal)
i. You hear some students talking badly about one of your friends. They do not notice you sitting there so you secretly record them. (Illegal, ARS 13-3019)
j. You see an arrest taking place and decide to move within 6 feet of the officer to record it. 
6. Have each group share one scenario and the legality. Correct and/or elaborate where necessary. Continue until all scenarios have been shared out. 
7. [bookmark: _Hlk160797613]Next, distribute to each group the handout “Recording without Consent.” Each group will have a different scenario. Have the groups read the scenario and answer: how would you feel? Is this legal or illegal? Could there be school consequences?  Walk around each group and provide assistance as needed.
8. Have groups share out. 
9. [bookmark: _Hlk160798023]To debrief the lesson have students complete the ticket out. Students write one law that they learned or reviewed and explain if it would change their own actions in regard to recording. Collect the tickets and review to see if most of the class understood the topic.
