“Cellphone Use: What’s Legal” Academy

Does Filming Help or Hinder?  Lesson Plan

Objectives:
· Students should learn the appropriate ways to use their cellphones to gather information.
· Students will discuss their school’s policy regarding recording on campus.

Materials: 
· Large poster paper and markers for each group
· Ticket Out, 1 per student

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson: 
1. Divide students into small groups of 3 or 4 students each. Provide each group with large poster paper and markers. 
2. In groups, students will write a list of things that they record on campus or things they’ve seen others record on campus. Have groups share out and write the answers on the board. (FACILITATOR NOTE: If school fights are not brought up, make sure to mention it).
3. Explain to the group that the focus will be on recording school fights. Ask groups to draw a t-chart. On one side write “helpful” and on the other side “hurtful.” Have groups brainstorm how recording school fights is helpful and how it is hurtful. Once everyone is done, have groups share out. 
a. For the “hurtful”, make sure to address how recording a fight can cause emotional damage for all parties being recording, such as embarrassment, shame, and anxiety. 
b. For the “helpful”, if the students do not focus on using the video for evidence to help the police/school find the perpetrator, make sure to mention it. Explain how officers could use the video to find out who needs help in the situation and who to look for.
4. Explain that when a fight is not recorded for helpful purposes such as for evidence, then the person recording may face school consequences.
5. Have volunteers share what school consequences, if any, they could face for recording and sharing a school fight. Inform students of any school rules against recording fights and/or using phones while on campus and the possible consequences. Also let students know the school’s policy on recording even if for “reporting”. For example, if the school would give a consequence even if the student said it was for reporting purposes. The school may have a 0 tolerance when it comes to using phones in school. 
6. Ask the small groups to listen to the examples provided and discuss if it is an example of using the recorded fight in a helpful or hurtful manner. They should discuss and have 1 representative give a thumbs up for helpful and a thumbs down for hurtful. They should be prepared to explain why.
a. Recording a fight and posting it on social media
b. Recording a fight and taking it to school staff
c. Recording a fight and sending it in a private message to several friends
d. Recording a fight and anonymously submitting it to police or the school
7.  Explain that even if someone is unsure if they should keep the video and deletes it, authorities can perform a mobile forensic investigation and even data that has been deleted can be retrieved. This can only be done when a cellphone is needed for investigation purposes.
8. Ask the small groups to follow the same format as step 6. Explain that 3 examples will be provided, and groups should discuss if the item can be retrieved from a cell phone even after deleting. Thumbs up for yes and thumbs down for no.
a. Phone call history
b. Text messages
c. Videos
9. To debrief the lesson, have students complete the ticket out. Ask students to write one way recording is helpful and one way recording it hurtful. Collect the ticket outs and read them after class to determine if the students understood the lesson or if more lessons are needed.
