Appreciating Your School’s Campus Lesson Plan
Please obtain administrator approval prior to implementing this lesson.

Objectives: Students will…
· understand the purpose of a school campus.
· learn the consequences of vandalizing school property.
· apply appropriate artistic expression on school property.

Protective Factor Developed: Connection/Commitment to School 

Materials:
· Large poster paper-l sheet per group
· Different colored pads of sticky notes-l per group
· Markers for each group-l set per group
· School Campus Handout pg. 3
· Drawing paper squares for each student 

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Ice Breaker Activity: 
1. Divide students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each. Provide large poster paper, different colored pads of sticky notes, and markers for each group. 
2. Display the following headings on the class board: Looks Like - Feels Like - Sounds Like. Instruct each student to record one idea per sticky note that would fit under each heading for their ideal school campus. Groups should ask a volunteer to collect their groups’ notes for the first heading and post them on the class board, then, collect the next set of notes and post them on the class board and then finally collect the last set of notes and post them. 
3. Ask 3 class volunteers to each sort one of the columns of notes into similar ideas. Then call on each of the three volunteers to report a summary of their column. 
4. Ask students to rate how closely their school campus comes to being their ideal campus on a scale from 1 -5 with 1 being the lowest score and 5 being the highest score. Students can hold up their fingers to indicate their rating. Call on a few students with different ratings to explain their reasoning.
5. Explain that the purpose of a school campus is to provide a safe place for students to learn in a public setting where positive social interactions can be practiced and developed. Arizona law requires students between 6 and 16 to attend school. (15-802. School instruction; exceptions; violations; classification; definitions) School Districts provide a variety of ways for students to comply, via approved home education, online education, and in-person. 
6. Instruct the groups to discuss what responsibility students may have to ensure a safe and ideal campus. Call on each group to share a few comments. (15-841. Responsibilities of pupils; expulsion; alternative education programs; alternative to suspension programs; placement review committee)
Possible Responses: attend class, complete assigned work, cooperate with those given authority, follow school rules and procedures, demonstrate good character, respect school property, etc.

Lesson:
7. Provide each group with the School Campus Handout, (pg. 3). Assign each group a number and one of the following locations on a typical school campus. Briefly review the handout with the class. 
1) Classrooms 
2) Locker rooms
3) Cafeterias 
4) Hallways
5) Garden 
6) Playground
7) Courts 
8) Parking Lot

8. Then, instruct groups to discuss their handout and collaborate to respond to the questions for their assigned section of the school campus. While students are working, record numbers on the board for each group. 
9. Inform students that each group will present their handout and the audience will individually vote on their favorite plan by recording the number of the group on a sticky note. Call on each group to present their handout, making sure the class hears their number for voting. 
10. Share any relevant laws and school rules.
11. After all the handouts have been reported on. Instruct the students to hand their vote to a group volunteer. The group’s volunteers will go to the board and place the votes under the correct number. The last volunteer to the board can tally the votes and report to the class.  

Suggestion to extend lesson experience: work with a teacher to help the class carry out the plan with
the highest vote. 
12. Debrief the lesson by providing each student with a drawing paper square. Instruct students to illustrate a key learning point or inspiration from today’s lesson. Have students post their squares to create a wall mural on the classroom wall or bulletin board. 

Suggestions: Ask school staff to help you decide on the best squares and compile a school mural that can be posted in the hallway, cafeteria, library, or other public place on the school campus.
