Responsible Reporting Lesson Plan
Please obtain administrator approval prior to implementing this lesson.

Objectives: Students will…
· understanding rights and responsibilities with reporting.
· learn the consequences for not reporting or reporting inaccurately.
· apply safe and accurate reporting strategies.

Protective Factor Developed: Feelings of Efficacy

Materials:
· Large poster paper and markers for each group
· 8 Posters with headings pg. 3
· Facilitator Guide pg. 3

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Ice Breaker Activity: 
1. Divide students into 8 groups. If groups are larger than 4 or 5 students each, add more groups. Provide large poster paper and markers for each group. 
2. Demonstrate how to play, “Two Truths and One Lie”. Provide the class with 3 random statements regarding yourself. Two of the statements should be true and one should be untrue. Ask the class to indicate with their fingers which statement 1, 2, or 3 is a lie.
3. Now, instruct the groups to take turns sharing their three statements with their group and the group members will guess which statement is a lie.
4. Explain to the class that it is a sign of good character to always be honest. Honesty builds respect and trust in relationships and collaboration with peers and adults who are responsible for your safety and learning. A trusted adult is someone who has your best interest in mind, wants you to be successful, responsible, and respectful. School is a great place to be surrounded by trusting adults and build positive peer relationships. We have seen in the news how schools have experienced tragedies when the campus becomes unsafe. School faculty, officers, and parents work together to ensure a safe learning environment, but students can also have power to help keep their school campus safe.
5. Explain to students that reporting to adults accurately of potential harm is being honest. Ask the class to brainstorm with you ways students have the power to help keep school safe. Allow students to call out ideas as you record them on the board.
Possible Responses: be honest about what you see and hear when asked, report behavior from peers that make you feel uneasy or unsafe, seek help for friends who need to talk to an adult or school support staff, pay attention to your environment and speak up if you see unfair treatment of others, someone in need of help or something doesn’t seem right, etc.

Lesson:
6. Inform students that this next activity will provide ideas for being accurate when reporting to adults of potential danger and help clarify when, why, and who to report to.
(Note: You may want to have a conversation with admin to identify reporting policies including a process to anonymously report via google form/School Pulse app or other options. And providing students with that resource if applicable.)
7. Post the 8 posters around the room and divide students among 8 groups if more groups were added in Step 1. Assign each group 1 poster to stand next to and a different colored marker. See Facilitator Guide (pg. 3) for headings and possible responses. 
8. Instruct the groups to read the question, discuss it as a group, then decide on one answer to record. Their recorded response should be different from any previous response. Inform the groups that you will call time and groups will rotate to the next poster, clockwise, and repeat the process.
9. When groups have rotated back to the poster they started with, call on each group to report out on their poster.
10. Debrief the lesson by asking everyone to form a circle by standing up around their desks or empty space in the room or outside the room. Instruct students to leave their backpacks at their desk. 
11. Ask students to follow along as you lead them in an exercise. There are 6 questions so you can ask for volunteers or divide the number of students by 6 and ask a set of 6 one of the following questions. Instruct students to take calming breaths and practice quieting their mind and body.
1) Share something you see
2) Share something you hear 
3) Share something you smell
4) Share something you are touching
5) Share something you are feeling 
6) Share something you are learned today
 
12. End the debrief with a class cheer or affirmation. There may be cheerleaders who can lead a school cheer or students who will volunteer an affirmation. Example: Today, I will be a leader! I can do difficult things! I will speak up and speak out when I see injustices or dangers.

· “I’ll go with you.”
· “Just tell them and let them handle it.”
· “You will feel better.”
8. Why is it important to provide accurate information when reporting?
· Avoid accusing the wrong person
· Emotional assumptions can be inaccurate
· Facts and evidence are believable
