Getting Consent Before You Take Lesson Plan
Officers should obtain administrator approval prior to implementing this lesson.  

Objectives:  Students will…
· understand the importance of obtaining consent.                                       
· learn when consent is needed.  
· apply effective communication when asking, giving, or refusing consent.

Protective Factors: Decision-Making Skills
Social Emotional Learning Competency: Relationship Skills

Materials:
· Different color pad of sticky notes, large poster paper and markers for each group
· Signs “Yes”, “No”, “maybe”, and “Only when…”
· See pg. 3 for Facilitator Guide

Timeframe: 50 minutes

Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Attention Grabber: 
1. Begin the activity by placing the students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each. Supply each group with a different color pad of sticky notes and markers. 
2. Write the following headings on the class board and review each one, you may want to add one example under each category. 
· What does it mean to give consent? (Ex. Ask permission)
· What does consent sound like? (ex. “Yes”)
· When do you need to ask for consent? (Ex. Using their pencil)
· What can you do if you do not receive consent? (Ex. Accept their “No”)
· What possible consequences could there be for acting without consent? (Ex. Lose trust)
3. Instruct the groups to collaborate to create one example for each of the headings. Groups should choose a volunteer to post the group’s sticky notes under the correct heading on the class board. 
4. Call on volunteers to report out on one list. 
5. Learning the importance of gaining consent before you take something that does not belong to you or accepting when consent is not given are important for healthy relationships and personal safety. Using ethical means to gain financially is obtained by making sure you have consent from the owner, the law, and any authority responsible for your well-being.

Problem-Solving and Application Activities:
6. Explain to students that this next activity will help students gain a better understanding of when they may need consent to gain financially.
7. Post the signs “Yes”, “No”, “maybe”, and “Only when…” on 4 areas of the room, spaced apart. Explain to students that you will call out questions and each student should decide for themselves which response they would apply by standing near that sign, students should also be ready to explain their decision. (See red text in parenthesis for suggestions to elaborate on student responses.)
Would you need consent?
· You see some loose change on the teacher’s desk. You have seen her give money to students short on lunch money before so you take some for your lunch that you will pay back later. (Taking something without permission is theft.)
· Your parents give you a credit card from their account with a credit limit and you want to purchase a new game online. (Your parents may still have rules that guide the conditions of your spending such as talking to them first, or a list of what can be purchased, etc.)
· You see your teammate’s phone laying on the table, and you have observed what code they use to unlock their phone. You just want to use their phone app to order pizza for the team meeting. (Taking something without permission is still theft. Your friend may lose trust in you and not want to hang out with you. 13-1802. Theft; classification; definitions; possibly: 13-2008. Taking identity of another person or entity; classification)
· Your parents tell you to gather items from your room to sell in the family’s yard sale. You see some items your brother doesn’t play with anymore and you want to grab those items too. (It may negatively affect the health of your relationship with your sibling if you take their things without asking.)
· You want to fill-out job applications with an online job search platform. (It’s advisable to ask parents first and have them help you research reputable companies and sites to fill-out forms that ask for your personal information. See if you can download the application and mail it to the job site or bring it in person.)
· You want to join a free Fantasy Football League. (It’s advisable to inform parents of the online activity you want to participate in. They may want to ensure that safety settings are in place and communication is ongoing about the online experience.) 
8. Instruct the groups to create a “Consent Skit” or “Consent Cartoon Strip”. The content should illustrate a scenario when a teen wants to make some money and needs consent. The message should convey choosing ethical means of financial gain for youth and gaining the appropriate consent or accepting when consent is not given and suggesting an alternative plan. Students may need large poster paper and markers.
9. The teacher and you should rotate to each group, checking for understanding and providing suggestions. 
10. Call on each group to present their skit or cartoon strip. After each presentation, ask the listening audience to comment on what could happen if the person in the skit or strip proceeded without consent. 
11. Debrief the lesson by instructing the students to reflect in their personal journal a “Take-Away'' from the lesson. Call on volunteers to share their thoughts.
