Consequences of Human Trafficking Lesson Plan

Objectives:  
· Students will understand that decisions carry consequences
· Students will explore the consequences involved with Human Trafficking
· Students will practice considering consequences with their decision making skills

Materials:
· Poster paper and markers for each group
· Human Trafficking Cards 1-4 PPT (1 card per group)
· Accept or Reject Scenarios PPT (1 per group)
· Facilitator Guide PPT

Timeframe: 50 minutes

Activity 1: Purpose of Consequences
1. Begin this first activity by placing the students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each and provide poster paper and markers for each group.
2. In their groups have the students write a definition for the word consequence. (The effect, result, or outcome of something occurring earlier) Have them report out.
3. Next, have each member of the group use a portion of their large poster paper to illustrate a decision that someone could make and the consequence of that decision. These can be positive, negative and/or legal consequences. When complete, have the groups present their poster to the class and explain their illustrations and the consequences that resulted.
4. After each group presents, ask the presenters what they could do differently to avoid negative consequences.

Activity 2: Consequences of Human Trafficking
1. Explain to the group that we will now focus on the consequences of Human Trafficking. Write these words on the board as you explain to the class that consequences can come in forms of legal-criminal records, arrests, jail; physical-health, safety, care; mental-poor coping skills, lack of self-control, self-harm, suicidal; and relational- fear, lack of trust, trauma, unhealthy or unsafe attitudes.
2.  Hand each group either card #1 Victims or card #2 Communities or card #3 Traffickers or #4 Customers (referring to those who purchase a trafficked victim).   With the knowledge they have about Human Trafficking, have each group collaborate to come up with one consequence they think might be related to that category.  When the teacher calls for “exchange”, each group will exchange their card with another group with a different number.  Give the groups multiple opportunities to exchange cards, receiving the same number more than once.  
3. Once the students have had multiple rotations, ask for a group that has card #1 to share one idea from that card and discuss that answer and what legal consequences might exist.  Give opportunity for the other groups with card #1 to share one idea from their card; discuss each answer shared.  Continue with card #2, #3 and card #4, allowing opportunities for students to share any ideas not given out.
Some examples may include: (red indicates possible legal consequences)

Victim: Drug additions, poor health care, lack of hygiene, lack of personal care resources,  of nourishing food, stress related symptoms, poor health, debt bondage, isolations, violence/abuse, coerced, forced or tricked into participating in illegal activities (including trafficking others, prostitution, theft, etc.), involved in gang/delinquent activities, criminal record, threatened (family safety, exposure, deportation), trauma/Post Traumatic Syndrome (Stockholm), deportation, pandering, etc.
Community:  Increased gang activity, exposure to prostitution, lower property values, feeling of lack of safety with movement, fear property protection, lack of trust of others in the neighborhood, increased police actions, loss of jobs/services in the community, etc. 
Trafficker:  Arrests, records, deportation, fear of law enforcement, violence, lack of protection from the law due to their own guilt, lack of respect from family/society, drug abuse, labeled as a sex offender, etc.
Customer:  Arrest, criminal record, labeled as a sex offender, fines/restitution, loss of job, loss of respect, embarrassment/humiliation, susceptible to bribery or exploitation for resources, etc.

Activity 3: Accept or Reject?
1. For this last activity, explain to the students that they will have an opportunity to practice their decision making skills by considering the consequences.
2. Hand each group a scenario and have them work together as a group to read the scenario and respond to the questions.  They should write their responses on the back of their scenario and be ready to report out.  (Cards can be passed around so every group has a chance to respond on each scenario)
3. As groups report out, allow groups with matching scenarios to take turns sharing their responses and allow other students to add any comments or questions.

Debrief: More or Less Continuum
a. Do you feel that there should be more or less legal consequences for traffickers and why?
b. Do you feel you should consider the consequences more or less when making decisions about who you interact with?
