“Human Trafficking:  Modern Day Slavery and Exploitation” Academy
(Middle/High School)
Awareness Campaign Lesson Plan


Objectives:  
· Students will learn the purpose for Awareness Campaigns
· Students will plan and present an awareness campaign to educate an audience on Human Trafficking
· Students will evaluate their class mates awareness campaign 

Materials:
· Each group will need notebook paper or sticky notes and writing tool 
· Pictures of different Awareness Campaign Media (1 per group)
· Bingo Questions and Answer Packet (1 per group)
· Awareness Campaign Check List (1 handout per group)
· Large poster paper and markers for each group

Timeframe: 50 minutes

Activity 1: Purpose of Awareness Campaign Game
1. Begin the activity by placing the students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each.
2. Ask the student to think about what they understand about ‘Awareness Campaigns’.  Give the students 2 minutes to share their knowledge with their group.
3. Explain to the class that as a group they will participate in a game about what an awareness campaign is and they will earn points to compete against the other groups. Further explain that there will be three different questions but each question has a different number of answers and points.  As a group they are to discuss the answer, one volunteer for each group will write their group’s response on notebook paper or sticky notes along with their team name.  Each question will be debriefed and points awards before proceeding to the next question. 
4. To begin make sure every group has paper or notepads and something to write with.  And that every group has selected a team name.  As the facilitator write the team name on the board for score keeping.

Question #1
Give one answer in 1 minute:  What is the purpose of an ‘Awareness Campaign?’ 
Answer:  inform-2 pt2, educate-2pts, move to action-2pts; all other acceptable answers-1 pt

Question #2
Give two answers in 2 minutes:  What are two types of media that can be used to bring awareness to the public?
Answers:  Billboard-2 pts, Posters-2 pts, Media-2 pts., Social Media-2pts; all other acceptable answers-1 pt

Question #3
Give three answers in 3 minutes:  What three ‘Talking Points’ or messages on Human Trafficking should the public be aware of?
Answers:  What does it mean?-3 pts, How does it happen?-3 pts, How to prevent…?-3pts (accept student versions of these questions to earn the pts, award 1 or 2 pts for all acceptable answers)

5. Add up the team points and acknowledge the winning team.
6. Next, ask the class if they have seen any awareness campaigns on Human Trafficking, if so have the student share what they remember.  Inform the groups that they will have an opportunity to create their own awareness campaign.

Activity 2: Plan and present your Awareness Campaign
1. Hand each group a picture of a different way to help the public become aware of an issue.  Share with all the students what each group is being assigned as you hand it to the group.  
2. Hand each group the Bingo Questions and Answers packet (including laws on back page) and explain to the groups that they are to review the packet and decide as a group what talking point or main message do they want to include in their awareness campaign that will inform, educate and move the public to action against ‘Human Trafficking’.
3. The groups will use their picture as an example of the type of approach they will use in their awareness campaign.
4. Hand each group an Awareness Campaign Check List handout and explain to the groups that their campaign should contain these features and that they will present their campaign to the class. The listening audience will use these check lists to check off what they hear from the presenting group.
5. Allow time for each group to create their campaign using their large poster paper and markers.  Call one group up at a time to present and remind the listening audience to use their check list.  Allow the students from the listening audience to make comments or ask questions about the presenting group’s awareness campaign.

Debrief:  
a. What are some effective features of an awareness campaign?
b. What, besides using different media, could you do to bring awareness on an issue?
c. What new laws do you think should be enacted on behalf of the victims of Human Trafficking?
