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“Is it Okay if…?” Academy
(Middle/High School)
Clear Consent Lesson Plan
Administrator approval must be obtained prior to implementing this lesson.

Objectives:  Students will…
· Analyze quotes relating to first impressions
· Learn the consequences for acting before you receive consent
· Create a poster with the message of making sure you have verbal consent  

Materials:
· Large paper and markers for each group
· Quotes and Proverbs-a different slip per group (see lesson supplements)
· Truth About Consent Slips-a different one per group (see lesson supplements)
· Optional: soft object for debrief 

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

Activity 1: Analyzing Quotes and Proverbs
1. Begin the activity by placing students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each. Provide large paper and markers for each group.
2. Write the following proverb on the board:  “Look before you leap”.  Explain that a proverb is a saying with truth or advice. The author is usually unknown because the saying has been around for so long.
3. Instruct the groups to discuss the proverb and what they think the meaning is in relation to how it can apply to giving or receiving consent.  Ask for a volunteer from each group to share their group’s discussion. 
Possible Answers: check before you proceed when giving consent, consider the outcomes and decide if they are really what you want before you consent, make sure you have clear consent before acting, consider the outcomes if you proceed without consent
4. Next, hand each group a slip with a different proverb or quote and instruct the groups to discuss the proverb or quote and how it can apply to giving or receiving consent.
5. Rotate around to each group and allow the group to explain their saying in connection to giving and receiving consent.
6. Now, ask the class to call out what they think is the common idea behind these different sayings?
Possible Answer: they are all about thinking before you act or not jumping to conclusions based on first impressions

Activity 2: Two Truths and One Lie
1. Hand each group a slip containing two correct statements about consent.  Instruct the groups to add one incorrect statement to the slip and number them by assigning a 1, 2, and 3 to each statement, it does not have to be in order.
2. Next, invite a group volunteer to read their group’s statements aloud to the class.  Instruct the class to vote for the incorrect one by a show of fingers. For example, one finger is a vote for #1.  Then, the volunteer can reveal the correct answer.
3. Next, instruct the groups to brainstorm a list of possible consequences if someone tries to act without consent.
Possible Responses:  unhealthy relationship, lack of trust in relationship, loss of relationship, others may not want to be around you, earn poor reputation for how you treat others, legal consequences such as charges, court fees, juvenile court proceedings, juvenile detention, etc.
4. Rotate around to each group, asking a volunteer to report on one possible consequence of not receiving consent.  Instruct the other groups to check any similar item on their list.  Proceed to the next group.  Continue rotating until all ideas have been shared.
5. As facilitator, elaborate on any important consequences or laws from the items shared.

Activity 3:  Consent Poster
1. Next, instruct each group to create a poster utilizing their proverb or saying from the first activity.  Their poster should show clear examples of how consent is given instead of assumptions based on impressions or previous consent.
2. Allow time for each group to present their poster and explain their message.

Debrief:
Toss a soft object to a willing volunteer and ask one of the following questions:
a. How will you make sure you have consent before you act?
b. What is something you will say or do to show you are giving consent?
c. What can you do if you are unsure if you have consent?
d. How will you respond if consent is not granted to you?
