“Opioid Impact”: Academy
(Middle/High School)
DUI:  Effects and Consequences Lesson Plan
Administrator written approval must be obtained prior to implementing this lesson.

Objectives: Students will…
· Explore what it takes to physically and mentally operate a motor vehicle
· Learn how opioids can affect your ability to safely operate a motor vehicle
· Convey to their peers the laws and consequences regarding operating a vehicle under the influence of drugs

Materials:
· Large paper and markers for each group
· Copies of ARS. 28-1381. Driving or actual physical control while under the influence; 1 per student
· Optional: soft object like a rubber car for debrief

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

Activity 1: What does it take to drive a car?
1. Begin the activity by placing students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each. Provide large paper and markers for each group.
2. Share with the group that one of the privileges they are looking forward to or currently doing is driving a car. Although driving brings freedom it also carries with it great responsibility.
3. Have the students consider the physical and mental skills needed to operate a motor vehicle. On their large paper, instruct the groups to collaborate and illustrate what they may see or experience while driving. Have the groups post the drawings and report out. 
Possible illustrations:
a. 
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b. Other vehicles
c. Emergency vehicles
d. Signs and traffic signals
e. Construction areas
f. Pedestrians /Kids
g. Animals
h. Passengers / Friends
i. Phone
j. Radio
k. Movie screens
l. Business signs
m. Billboards


4. As you go through the posters ask the groups what mental or physical skills are needed to manage each of these areas. 
Possible Responses:  Being alert /awake, the ability to hear things clearly, a distraction free environment, proper depth perception, non-impaired vision, muscle coordination, etc.
5. Ask the groups to discuss among themselves anytime they have been in a car or on the street and they observed another vehicle that appeared the driver did not have full control.  
6. Ask for a few volunteers to share their feelings or thoughts on their observation.

Activity 2: How drugs affect your ability to drive
1. Share the following fact with the groups:

Motor vehicle fatality is the leading cause of accident death among teenagers, representing over one-third of all deaths to teenagers. May 3, 2017. (Center for Disease Control)

2. Ask the students to write down reasons why they think this is the leading cause of death for teens. Instruct the students to use the previous lesson or their prior knowledge as a reference point. A volunteer should post their group’s paper and report out. Discuss their answers in the large group. If it does not appear on the list, add Drunk / Drugged driving.
3. Ask the students to consider if they think driving under the influence of alcohol has different effects than driving under the influence of drugs like marijuana and prescription medications. Post the following three signs:  ‘Alcohol’, ‘Drugs’ and ‘Both’. Read the following list of effects to the students. After each one, have them stand under the sign where they think that effect belongs.  

a. Slower reaction times (Both)
b. Difficulty judging distances (Both)
c. Harder to concentrate (Both)
d. Loss of coordination (Both)
e. Lowered Inhibitions (Both)
f. Slurred speech (Both)
g. Blurred vision (Both)
h. Poor decision making (Both)
(National Institute on Drug Abuse: Drugged Driving June 2016)

4. The students will soon recognize a pattern. Explain that the purpose of this exercise was to demonstrate that the effects of drugged driving are the same as drunk driving and just as dangerous. 

Activity 3:  What does the law say?
1. Explain to the students that they will examine what the Arizona Law states for people who drive under the influence of drugs. Provide each student a copy of the following statute: 

ARS. 28-1381. Driving or actual physical control while under the influence;
A. It is unlawful for a person to drive or be in actual physical control of a vehicle in this state under any of the following circumstances:
1. While under the influence of intoxicating liquor, any drug, a vapor releasing substance containing a toxic substance or any combination of liquor, drugs or vapor releasing substances if the person is impaired to the slightest degree.
2. Have the students circle words and phrases they believe are important. See underlined above. Be prepared to discuss each response.
3. Ask the groups to list what consequences a person should receive if they were caught driving under the influence or impaired to the slightest degree. Remind them to consider the effects of driving under the influence and the possible consequences to the community before they determine their answer. 
4. Rotate around to each group and ask for a volunteer to provide a response from their group, record ideas on the board. Check to see if any student has thought of any ideas not mentioned before preceding to the next step.
5. Next, provide each group with the following information regarding the consequences for a first time DUI offense in Arizona.

A first offense for driving under the influence with a BAC 0.08% or more is classified as a Class 1 misdemeanor. A first-time offender in Arizona is subject to the following penalties:
· Minimum of 24-hour sentence in jail up to a maximum of 6 months (the minimum sentence is 10 days in jail, where 9 days of the jail sentence may be suspended)
· A $250 base fine, which can go up to $2,500 in total fines and fees
· Driver’s license suspension of anywhere between 90 to 360 days
· Installation of an Ignition Interlock Device
· Possible probation for 3 years
· Possible community service hours
· Some cases may require a complete drug/alcohol assessment and possibly attend an alcohol education class

6. Now, have the groups collaborate and list on their large poster paper, possible social effects having a DUI could cause.  As you rotate around to each group to check their progress, assign a different idea to each group and have them illustrate the social consequence and add a caption that reminds their peers the importance of driving sober.  
7. Inform the groups that when they present their poster they will also be asked to provide an excuse they could use if they are asked to ride with someone they feel is under the influence.

Debrief: Toss a soft object, such as a rubber car to a willing participant, who will provide a response to one of the following requests and then toss the subject to another willing participant to answer the next question.
a. Name something a driver may see or experience while on the road.
b. Name an impairment a driver may experience while under the influence of a drug.
c. Name a legal consequences for driving under the influence.
d. Name a social consequence for driving under the influence.
e. Provide an excuse to give to get out of riding with an impaired driver.
