Upstanding Heroes Take Safe Actions Lesson Plan 
Officers should obtain administrator approval prior to implementing this lesson.  

Objectives:  Students will…
· understand when it is not safe to take action against bullying.
· learn what to do when it is not safe to take actions against bullying. 
· illustrate choosing a safe action to take in a situation.

Protective Factor: Decision-Making Skills
Social Emotional Learning Competency: Responsible Decision-Making

Materials:
· Personal drawing paper and crayons or markers for each student
· Play the video: Bullying: How to Help Someone Safely: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=LnQ1MdP-Qxc 
· Safe Choices Activity Sheet pg. 3-1 per student

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _gjdgxs]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· [bookmark: _Hlk47170461]Having both the officer and teacher rotate to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements and relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
[bookmark: _Hlk48134518][bookmark: _Hlk48029065]Helpful Tip: Invite the school’s counselor to co-teach this lesson. Their expertise in the areas of social-emotional learning can greatly benefit the students’ well-being.  

Attention Grabber: 
1. [bookmark: _Hlk88049896][bookmark: _Hlk88045420]Divide students into small groups of 3 or 4 students each. Provide personal drawing paper and markers for each student.
2. Remind students that a hero upstander will NOT stand by when they are aware of bullying. A hero upstander will DO something!
3. Tell students that our goal today is to know when it is safe to take actions to stop bullying when it is happening and what to do when it is not safe to take actions.
4. Inform students that they will watch a video about being an upstander with bullying. Listen for the 4 ways to be safe while being an upstander. Play the video: Bullying: How to Help Someone Safely: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=LnQ1MdP-Qxc . 
5. Review the 3 ways of being an upstander by holding up one finger and asking the learners to do the same. Call out the first way, “Be a buddy.” Call on a volunteer to share an example. 
6. Next, hold up two fingers and ask the learners to do the same. Call out the second way, “Interrupt the bully behavior.” Call on a volunteer to share an example. 
7. Last, hold up three fingers and ask the learners to do the same. Call out the third way, “Speak out against bullying.” Call on a volunteer to share an example. 
8. Ask students when they think it would not be safe to stand up against bullying? Call on volunteers.
Possible Responses: Student answers may vary. Remind students that if they feel unsafe or if there are signs of physical aggression such as, fists clenched, red face, breaking or throwing things, or actual violence such as kicking or hitting, they should go get a teacher first.
9. Ask students what may happen if they try to interfere when someone is being physically aggressive or showing signs that they are not in control of their words or actions? Call on a few volunteers. 
Possible Responses: They may get hurt too, help is not coming yet if no one is getting it, they are not stopping the bullying but making it worse, etc. 
10. Remind students that bullying should always be reported. If things are aggressive, an adult will need to be told immediately. Standing up to bullying may stop the situation, but adults need to be aware that it happened so they can help the target stop the bullying and feel safe. Adults will also help the person with bullying behaviors to learn effective and peaceful ways to express their frustration or anger and communicate respectfully to others. Telling a trusted adult if someone is being hurt physically or emotionally is NOT tattling.

Problem-Solving and Application Activities:
11. [bookmark: _Hlk86920765]Provide each student a copy of the Safe Choices Activity Sheet pg. 3. Read the first scenario to the class then instruct students to color that scenario one color of their choice. 
12. Then, read the list of responses. Guide students with choosing the best response for the first scenario and then color that response the same color as the first scenario. 
13. Now read the second scenario and instruct students to choose a different color for that one. Read the remaining responses and guide students to choose the best response for that second scenario and color it the same color as the second scenario. 
14. Continue with the remaining two scenarios.
15. Now instruct students to draw a picture of themselves acting as the upstander in the space provided in the middle. Students may also copy a response in the box below or cut and paste
16. Ask volunteers to share their picture with their group. 

Lesson Closure:  
17. Call on student volunteers to answer one of the following questions:
· What does an upstander do?
· What can an upstander say?
· When is it not safe to act against bullying?
· Who can you report bullying to?
