“Power of Passengers”: Academy
(Middle/High School)
Riding with Sober and Safe Drivers Lesson Plan
Obtain Administrator Approval Prior to Implementing Lesson

Objectives:  Students will…
· Understand the risks while driving and riding under the influence
· Learn how illegal substance laws help protect drivers and passengers
· Practice role plays to avoid accepting an unsafe ride

Materials:
· A set of dice for each group
· Large poster paper and markers for each group

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

Activity 1: Myths and Facts of Driving Under the Influence
1. Begin the activity by placing students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each. Provide large paper and markers for each group.
2. Explain to the class that some drivers may feel that they are safe to drive while under the influence of a drug or alcohol.  The following activity will help clarify some of the myths of driving under the influence. 
3. Hand each group a set of dice and explain that for each statement read aloud, they will roll the dice for the points they will be awarded for providing the correct response.  
4. Instruct the groups to number their large poster paper 1-10.  Then groups should roll their dice and record their points.  Read aloud a statement and instruct the groups to record a response of either “correct” or “incorrect” next to the matching number.  
5. Ask a different group each time to reveal their answer and validate or correct and add any necessary explanation.  Groups who responded correctly can keep their points rolled.  Groups with incorrect responses will cross their points off.  
6. This format will continue for each statement read thereafter.  When all of the statements have been read, instruct the groups to count up their points and praise the winning group.
1) “Driving Under the Influence” (DUI) only affects the driver.
Incorrect:  What happens to you can affect your friends and family.  You could be putting passengers, other motorist and pedestrians at risk.   http://www2.courtinfo.ca.gov/stopteendui/teens/facts/societys-mixed-messages.cfm 
2) Caffeine can help sober you up to drive.
Incorrect:  It takes time for the body to process drugs or alcohol in the system, caffeine only makes you awake.   http://www2.courtinfo.ca.gov/stopteendui/teens/facts/societys-mixed-messages.cfm 
3) Being under the influence of drugs or alcohol can affect my driving.
Correct:  Alcohol and drugs affect the way the brain works, affecting attention, coordination, reaction time and balance.  http://www2.courtinfo.ca.gov/stopteendui/teens/facts/what-happens-to-your-ability-to-drive.cfm 
4) Arizona is a no-tolerance state for DUI.
Correct:  You can be arrested with a blood alcohol level of less than the legal limit. https://www.azdps.gov/safety/impaired-driving 
5) It is safe to drive after using marijuana.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Incorrect:  Marijuana affects depth perception, attention span, consecration, reaction time and muscle strength. http://www2.courtinfo.ca.gov/stopteendui/teens/facts/what-happens-to-your-ability-to-drive.cfm 
6) Illegal stimulant drugs can make the driver more aggressive on the road.
Correct:  You may feel alert but the effect of the drug can make you more hostile and affect your vision and hearing. http://www2.courtinfo.ca.gov/stopteendui/teens/facts/what-happens-to-your-ability-to-drive.cfm 
7) I can’t get a DUI if I am on private property.
Incorrect:  You can still be charged with a DUI if you are operating a vehicle or sitting behind the wheel and the engine is off.  https://www.azleg.gov/ars/28/01381.htm 
8) Insurance companies cannot penalize a minor for receiving a DUI.
Incorrect:  Insurance companies may consider canceling policies or raising rates.  https://www.justia.com/criminal/drunk-driving-dui-dwi/dui-penalties/insurance-consequences-of-dui/ 
9) It is costly to get a DUI.
Correct:  First time can cost between $5,000 to $10,000 thousand dollars with fines, court fees, program fees and insurance increases. https://www.dmv.org/az-arizona/automotive-law/dui.php 
10) 8 out of 10 Arizona High School students reported that they had not rode with a driver who had been drinking alcohol one or more times during the 30 days before the survey in 2017.

7. Instruct the groups to discuss any questions that surprised them and be ready to report out.  

Activity 2: Small Group Brainstorm
1. Share with students the Arizona Revised Statute for underage drinking.  

Arizona Revised Statutes 4-244.34 - Underage Driving or Physical Control While Under the Influence 
It is unlawful for a person under the age of 21 to drive or be in physical control of a motor vehicle while there is any spirituous liquor in the person's body.

2. Instruct the groups to discuss the purpose of this law and be ready to report out.  Rotate around to each group and ask a volunteer to report out for their group.  (Purpose of this law is to protect the safety of drivers, passengers and pedestrians)
3. Then, ask the groups to brainstorm with you a list of reasons it may not be safe to accept a ride with someone you were planning to ride with.  
4. After groups have had an opportunity to discuss, allow students to call out ideas as you record them on the board.  
Possible Responses:  Observed the driver is impaired, you smell or see any signs of drugs, alcohol or weapons, car seems unsafe for the road or does not have proper seats, seatbelts, etc., driver is taking too many passengers or allowing passengers not acceptable for their license, etc.  

Activity 3:  Passenger Skits
1. Assign each group a different example from the list brainstormed in the previous activity.
2. Instruct the groups to create a skit where the passenger feels the ride would not be safe and decides to speak up and refuse the ride.  
3. Rotate around to each group and observe as they are practicing their skits.  Provide any necessary feedback.
4. Ask if any groups would like to perform their skit for the class.  Ask the listening audience to share consequences that could occur if the passenger didn’t refuse the ride.  
Possible Responses:  accidents, injuries, involved in illegal substance cases, not allowed to ride with the driver, etc. 

Debrief:  Write the following questions on the board and instruct the students to create a statement from the lesson for each questions.  Call on volunteers to share one of their statements.
· What is something new you learned?
· What will you do differently?
· What may happen as a result of your change?
