Objectives: 
· Students will understand the consequences of false reporting
· Students will identify its impact on individuals, families, schools and the community

Materials: 
· [bookmark: _Hlk211519178]Large poster paper and markers for each group
· False Reporting Scenario, 1 copy per group and facilitator
· Index Card, 1 per student
Prior to the lesson:
· Review your school’s policy for false reporting

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.





Lesson: 
1. Divide the class into small groups of 3 or 4 students each. Provide each group with large poster paper and markers.
2. [bookmark: _Hlk211519199]Read out loud the following scenario: It’s your birthday, and your friends and family gather to celebrate. One of your close friends gives you a handmade, colorful sweater she knitted herself. You appreciate the effort, but it’s not your style and you know you’ll never wear it. How do you respond?
3. Ask students to share their reactions. Highlight that while some lies (like a white lie to your friend) may seem harmless, other lies can have serious consequences affecting family, school, community, and even law enforcement. 
4. Explain to the class that this lesson will focus on how serious lies, like false reporting, can impact many people. 
5. Hand out the False Reporting Scenario to each group.
6. Ask for a volunteer to read the scenario aloud. (If choosing a student, check with the teacher first to ensure the student picked is able to read the scenario)
7. Ask groups to draw on their large poster paper one vertical line down the middle and one horizontal line across the middle to make four boxes on their poster. In the first box, ask them to list all individuals who may be affected by this false report. The facilitator will walk around the room and provide support as needed.
8. Have each group share individuals impacted until all possible groups are named. Possible answers: students at the school, parents/families, teachers/school staff, surrounding community, friends of the students, etc.
9. Ask students to silently reflect on:
How would they feel during a lockdown thinking there’s an active shooter?
How would their families feel?
10. Invite a few volunteers to share their thoughts and feelings.
11. Now in the second box on the large poster paper, ask groups to write how police are affected by responding to a false report. The facilitator will walk around the room and provide support as needed.
12. Have groups share out and expand on their answers as needed. Possible answers: officers pulled away from real emergencies, strain on emergency systems, the cost of the officers responding is misused, etc.
13. In the third box on the large poster paper, ask groups to write how student learning would be impacted from this false report. 
14. Have groups share out and expand on their answers as needed. Possible answers: missed class time, difficulty concentrating afterwards, increased fear and anxiety at school, etc.
15. In the fourth box on the large poster paper, ask groups to write possible consequences Steph and her cousin might face from their false report. 
16. Have groups share out and expand on their answers as needed. 
Facilitator Note: Depending on the severity, students could face suspension, expulsion, or criminal charges. In Arizona, false reporting is a crime, and students could be charged with a crime. The following charges could be filed:
a) A.R.S 13-2907.01 False reporting to law enforcement agencies
b) A.R.S. 13-2911 Interference with or disruption of an educational institution
School consequences vary depending on individual school district and campus policies. Review your school’s policies before teaching this lesson so you can share them with your students.
17. Share with the whole class that if the student is under the age of 18, the court may decide that the student’s family be held financially responsible. Ask them to individually consider how that cost would impact their family. 
18. Have students discuss in their groups what consequences their families would give them for false reporting and have each group share their responses.
19. Debrief the lesson by having students answer the following question on an index card: How would a false report impact you, your family, and your community?
20. Collect index cards as students exit the class and review the fact to ensure they understand the content.
