Friends with Influence Lesson Plan
Obtain Administrator Approval Prior to Implementing Lesson

Objectives:  Students will…
· Collaborate to match terms related to laws that govern teen lives
· Determine ways to resist negative peer pressure
· Create examples of codes with parents

Materials:
· [bookmark: _Hlk33529362]Terms and Descriptions strips- 1 mixed-up set per group (see slides 1-3)
· Consequence Card-1 different card per group; 8 cards in all (see slides 5-8)
· Consequence Card Key (see slides 9-12)

[bookmark: _Hlk35516780]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate to different groups.  Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students.  This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements and relating any relevant content to their curriculum.  In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions.  Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons.  It also provides opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching.  Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk33529409]Activity 1: Small Group Work Matching
1. Begin the activity by placing students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each. 
2. Lay the mixed-up set of Terms and Descriptions strips face down at each group.  Instruct the groups to wait until you say, “Go!” before they turn the set over and try to be the first group to match the terms with their descriptions correctly.  (Groups may use their cell phones, class laws books or a group copy of the Facilitator Guide if needed)
3. Rotate to each group, checking on their progress and offering hints or corrections if necessary.  
4. Call out the first term and ask a volunteer from the group that finished first to read the correct description.  Continue with the second group to finish and the second term from the Facilitator Guide.
5. Instruct the groups to make corrections on their matches so that they have all terms and descriptions laid out correctly.  
6. Next, instruct the groups to consider the set of terms and descriptions and discuss as a group, ways peers may influence their friends to follow the laws or rules associated with the terms.  
7. Rotate to each group and ask for a volunteer to provide one response from their group.  Record the responses on the board. 
Friend’s Influence:  set an example for doing the right thing, talk you out of making negative choices, help make a plan to avoid negative choices, show disapproval for not following the correct actions, words of encouragement or praise for choosing a civic action, support you reporting negative or unsafe actions of others to proper authorities, etc.

Activity 2: Round Robin Consequences Cards (Students should be divided among 8 groups for this activity)
1. Provide each group a different Consequence Card.  Instruct the students to share in reading the cards to their group, discussing the questions and recording responses.     
2. Rotate to each group, providing feedback, positive comments and answering any questions.  
3. Ask each group to share in presenting their card and responses to the class.  Ask the listening audience to provide other responses not mentioned by the presenting group.
4. Elaborate with any necessary information.  (See Consequence Card Key slides 9-12)

Activity 3:  Codes with Parents
1. Instruct the groups to discuss ways their parents or guardians can help them be safe while celebrating.  After a few minutes of discussion, call on groups to report out and record ideas on the board.  
2. Inform students that one way to safely get out of an unsafe situation is to plan a safety code with parents.  Provide examples such as 4357 (the number 4 on a phone dial has the letters GHI, H for help, etc.) or “How is grandma doing?” 
3. Further explain that they could work out a safety code with their parents.  When parents receive that text, it informs them to call you or come get you.
4. Instruct each group to create their own safety code as an example and be ready to share with the class.  Inform students that they should use a different, secret safety code with their parents in real situations, possibly one that changes from time to time.  

Debrief:  
1. Write the following statement on the board and instruct each group to discuss how they would finish the statement and be ready to share aloud.
“I can be a positive influence on my friends by…”
