Objectives: Students will…
· understand that some information is private and should not be shared.
· learn what personal information can be shared.
· practice asking permission before sharing any information.

Protective Factor Developed: Decision-Making Skills
SEL Competency: Responsible Decision-Making

Materials:
· Sticky notes, 1 per student or student name plates
· Signs: OKAY - NOT OKAY - NOT SURE
· Practice Worksheet pg. 4 

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Activity: Stand-Up/Sit-Down
1. Provide a sticky note to each student. Instruct students to write their first and last name and hand you the note. You may also use student’s name plates if available.
2. Inform the class that you will read a statement and if it is true about them they can stand up. If the statement is not true about them, they will remain sitting.
· Like ice cream
· Favorite subject is math
· Like to draw
· Play games on the computer
· Have a bike
· Own pets
· Have brothers or sisters
· Live in an apartment
3. Inform students that it can be fun to share information about yourself. It is a good way to get to know each other. 
4. Explain that the statements read are examples of personal information. It is true about you if you stood up, but it was probably also true about others. It would be more difficult to identify you just by that information. Personal information is usually okay to share but you should always get permission first!
5. Inform the class you have one more statement to read. If it is true about them, they can stand up. Randomly choose a note or nameplate and read off the name, “Your name is…”. Only that student should stand up.
6. Explain that a full name (first and last) is an example of private information. It is usually only true about you and can be used to identify you. Other people may have the exact same name, but not all information about you would match them too. Private information should never be shared unless you are given permission by your parents. 
7. When they are online, they should always ask first before sharing information. Inform students that it is not safe to share personal or private information about themselves without permission. People could use the information to harm others or hurt computers. 
8. Also remind students that if they break a rule for using their computers either at school or at home there may be consequences such as losing their computer time.

Lesson:
9. Inform students that they are going to play a game to practice knowing what type of information is okay to share with people they are allowed to talk to online and not okay to share online. 
10. [bookmark: _Hlk119324358]Post the following signs: OKAY - NOT OKAY - NOT SURE on the class wall far apart from each other. Explain that you will call out information and they will decide if it is okay to share online or not okay to share by standing next to the sign of their choice. 
11. After each time students choose their option, talk about who the information can be shared with (See parenthesis)

· Your nickname (okay)
· Your favorite song (okay)
· Your age (okay)

· Your phone number (not okay)
· Your passwords (not okay)

· Your address (not okay)
12. Call students back to their seats and pass back the student avatars created in Lesson 2. Provide each student with the Practice Worksheet on pg. 4, scissors and glue. Instruct the students to cut out one box and add it to the blank. Then, practice asking permission from an adult in charge by having their avatar say the sentence created. Partners will take turns practicing asking permission with their avatars.  
13. The teacher and you should go around to each group, listening to the student practice. 
14. Ask if there are any volunteers who would like to demonstrate by asking permission in front of the class.
15. Debrief the lesson by asking each partnership to share what type of information they should ask before sharing online.
