“Only When You Are Underage”: Academy
(Middle/High)
Risking Running Away Lesson Plan

*Note:  This lesson includes reference to sexual content and they should obtain their administrator’s approval prior to teaching. They can remove the sexual content pieces if requested by the administrator.

Objectives:  Students will…	
· Learn the definition of runaway and the legal consequences associated
· Understand the social and personal effects of running away
· Access resources in the community and develop a resource list for themselves and their school

Materials:
· Large paper and markers for each group
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Each One-Teach One Fact Strip (1 per student)
· ‘Teens-on the Run’ (1 picture per group-see PPT)

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

Activity 1: Each One-Teach One Fact Strips
1. Begin the activity by placing students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each. Provide large paper and markers for each group.
2. Hand each student an Each One-Teach One Fact Strip and have the students read their fact three times.  Then instruct the students to move around the room and teach their fact to at least three other students, not from their group, who will in turn teach their fact to them.  Students should return to their seats when finished.
3. Next, instruct the groups to share facts with each other, then have students share out facts to the class. Facts will cover Arizona law on runaway and incorrigible, where to locate Arizona laws (Arizona Revised Statutes) national statistics on runaways, reasons youth run away from home and information on human trafficking of youth.

Activity 2: Legal, social and personal consequences of runaway 
1. Instruct the groups to brainstorm a typical student school day, listing as many details as possible. The brain storm should include from getting up in the morning, getting ready for school to preparing for bed.
2. Once participants are done, read off the following list and instruct the groups to check off any similar items on their list.  Afterwards, ask if there were any major activities that were not mentioned.  Groups may also check off any additional suggestions shared by their class peers.   
Typical Day:
· Waking up in bed with pillow, blanket, AC on
· Going to the bathroom
· Brushing teeth
· Making / eating breakfast (waffles, eggs, bagel and cream cheese, fresh fruit, toast, bacon)
· Getting clean clothes from closet/drawer, getting dressed (in privacy)
· Getting a ride to school with mom/dad or taking the bus
· Arriving at school seeing friends, hanging out
· Going to class, turning in assignments, taking in new knowledge, having an awesome LRE lesson with Officer Friendly
· Going to lunch, hanging with friends some more, seeing girlfriend/boyfriend
· Attending afternoon classes
· Going to soccer-football-baseball-track practice, club meetings, after school activities
· Getting a ride home or taking the bus
· Grabbing a snack from the fridge at home
· Watching some TV, playing X-Box, Play Station
· Doing some home work
· Helping cook dinner, doing some chores, eating dinner with the family
· Texting / face booking / snap chatting friends
· Finishing homework
· Putting on pajamas, brushing teeth
· Heading to bed (favorite pillow, soft bed, clean sheets, blanket, AC)

3. Next, hand each group an image of ‘teens on the run’. Instruct the groups to discuss what a day may be like for the youth in the picture and compare it to the list of a typical student day.  Ask the groups to focus in on the social, personal, and legal consequences and be ready to report out.
4. Rotate around to each group and ask for a volunteer to report out from the group.  They should show their picture to the class and report on at least one social, one personal and one legal consequence the youth may experience by being on the streets.  
Examples:  
Social: alone, feared, untrusted, exploited, missing typical teen activities, not able to practice social skills as part of growing-up; target for bullying, target for serious criminal offenses
Personal: lack of hygiene, health suffers, lack of food, water, shelter, exposed to lice/disease; drug use, trafficking; physical and social development delayed or blocked; no license, no education
Legal: curfew, truancy, incorrigible behavior, loitering, drugs offenses, vandalism, theft, 
  
5. Next, instruct the students to discuss with their group possible people or places they could go to get help if they ever felt like running away.  Ask for volunteers to share some ideas and record their responses on the board.  
Possible Responses:
· Parents
· Teachers
· Coaches
· SRO
· Family trusted faith organization member
· School counselor
· School Administrator
· Family trusted friend or relative
· Family trusted neighbor
· Family trusted youth organization you belong to
· Teen help lines and hotlines
· Behavior Health services
· Family doctors

Activity 3:  Community resource posters (The facilitator should prepare a handout on resources in their school community or have students look that information up during this activity)

1. Inform the groups that they are going to create community resource posters for their schools. Students should use the information from activity 1 & 2. 
2. Make copies of the following criteria to hand to each group and briefly review the list.  Resources should include agencies, school programs, and faith based institutions that are available. 

· Resources should include areas such as counseling for youth, safe places youth could go in an emergency, local hotline / warm line numbers, local crisis programs and shelters, help for domestic violence, mental health support, etc.
· Posters should contain facts about the consequences of running away 
· Posters should contain possible legal and social consequences of running away
· Posters should be easy to read, accessible, informative, youth –family—community centered

3. Have one group at a time present their community resource poster to the class and invite the listening audience to critique the poster for the listed criteria.
4. Ask the groups to brainstorm ideas on how this community resource can be supported in their school or community.
5. Rotate around to each group and ask for a volunteer to share one idea from the group.
Possible responses: Support idea to expand from poster to school organized web site, easy reference business card that can be handed out, t-shirt public service announcement, presentation that could be given at student assembly, or in classrooms….)

Debrief:  Discuss with your group if you think there should be a specific statute against running away as a minor, why or why not; be ready to share your group’s discussion.  Think about both the risks and the need for help.
