“Story Time with LRE”: Academy
(Elementary:  K-3)
Be a Friendly Goat Lesson Plan

Objectives:  Students will learn the difference between bullying actions and friendly actions.

Materials:
· “Friendly” and “Not Friendly” double-sided signs-1 per student
· Friend and Bullying descriptions written out or posted (See Act. 1: Step 5)
· Dewdney, Anna. Llama, Llama and the Bully Goat Viking Publishing. 2013
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Friend/Bully poster (See Act. 3: Step 1 illustration)

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

Activity 1: Nice and Not Nice Actions
1. Divide students into small collaborative groups of 2 or 3 students each. (Optional: To divide students into small groups have them line up tallest to shortest and part the students into groups of 3 and assign them a group seating location in the room.  
2. Begin the activity by providing a sign to each student with the word “Friendly” on one side and “Not Friendly” on the other side. Provide colors for students to trace the letters. (Students may make their own signs if time and ability allows.)
3. Explain that you will read examples aloud and each student will hold up the side of their sign that they think is correct. Students may talk with students in their group.
A. Drawing a picture of the sun with your group
B. Clapping and singing along with your classmates
C. Calling someone a not-nice name
D. Playing at recess with your classmates
E. Throwing dirt, toys or sticks
F. Pushing someone 
G. Stomping on someone’s coat
H. Inviting a classmate to play with you
4. Next, invite the students to gather at the reading center of the classroom with their signs. This is usually a carpeted area with a chair for the teacher and a display board nearby.
5. Display the following description of a friend. Invite the students to read along with you as you read aloud. Repeat it two times, then, instruct the students to read to or tell the person next to them what a friend is.  Repeat this format with the description of bullying.  
Friend:  A friend plays nice with you and wants to help you.  A friend can make you feel happy.
Bullying:  Bullying is mean actions that happen over and over. Bullying is meant to make you feel sad.

Activity 2: Responding to the Story
1. Introduce the book:  Llama, Llama and the Bully Goat by Anna Dewdney. Instruct the students to hold up the correct side of their sign when they hear actions that are friendly or not friendly.
2. Begin reading the story, pausing for students to hold up the correct side of their sign. On the page that says, “Bully Goat”, stop and instruct the students to repeat the description of a bully. Refer to the school and classroom rules on bullying. Remind students of the possible consequences for bullying at school such as time-out, loss of recess and/or parent called. 
3. Continue reading the next two pages. After the line, “…and tell someone!” Instruct the students to repeat the line from the story, if you are being bullied.  Move your fingers in a walking motion when repeating, “Walk away…” then, cup your mouth when saying, “…and tell someone!”
4. Continue reading aloud the rest of the story. Pause for students to hold up the correct side of their signs when they hear friendly actions.

Activity 3: Small Group Work 
1. Provide each group, a poster that has the following line written out on the bottom of each poster (Use the “landscape” direction of the poster and draw a line down the middle, vertically, to separate the two sections):









If you act as a friend then______________________.       If you act as a bully then_______________________.

2. Instruct the student to think about what can happen if they act as friend then fill in the blank and draw a picture illustrating their words.  Then, think about what can happen to them if they act as a bully and fill in the blank, then illustrate their words.
Possible Responses:  
Friend-you can make more friends, others feel good, you all get along, etc.
Bully-you can make others feel bad, you may get a time out, others may not want to play with you, etc.
3. Ask for volunteers from each group to share their poster with the class.

Debrief:  Instruct the students to think of the solution from the story to this problem:  If you are being bullied, what should you do? Instruct the students to tell a partner what they think the solution is.  Then, ask for a few volunteers to share aloud with the class.  (“Walk away and tell someone!”)  Instruct the students to repeat the line with you a few times. Motion walking away with your fingers and cup your mouth when saying, “… tell someone!”
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
