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“Respect the Owner:  Theft Prevention”: Academy
(Middle/High)
Joy Riding is No Joke! Lesson Plan

Objectives:  
· Students will understand the responsibility of car ownership
· Students will learn the consequences of joyriding 
· Students will compare their created statute on joyriding with the Arizona statute

Materials:
· Large paper and markers for each group
· Copies of the ARS Statute on Joyriding for each group (see pg. 3)

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

Activity 1: Dream Car
1. Begin the activity by placing students into small groups of 4 or 5 students in each. Provide large paper and markers for each group.
2. Take a class poll by asking students how many are looking forward to driving (or enjoy driving now)?  After a show of hands, ask “What are some of the reasons teens look forward to driving?”  Record those responses on the board. 
Possible Reponses:  freedom, fun, jobs, entertainment, hangout with friends, look cool, feel more responsible, etc.
3. Next, explain that each group is going to collaborate to design and illustrate their dream car on their large poster paper and post around the room.
4. Ask students to think about the cost associated with car ownership.  List the following on the board:
· Down payment
· Monthly car payment
· Gas
· Maintenance / Tires / Repairs /Oil Changes / Cleanings
· Toll Roads
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Other
5. Share with the class, the following statistics and instruct the students to use thumbs-up if they think the number is higher and thumbs-down if they think the number is lower; reveal the truth after the students have had a chance to vote.
· Average cost of a new vehicle = $25,000 (reported $33,560) 				(USA Today)
· Average annual insurance cost for a 16 yr. old driver. = $5,000 (reported$8,226)		Value Penguin
· Annual average gas cost = $3,000 (reported $2,000 but gas prices vary with the market)	Huffington Post
· Average annual car maintenance = $1,000 (reported $766.50)  				AAA
6. Explain that a vehicle purchase is usually the second largest purchase made in a lifetime, what do they think is the first? (property, business)

Activity 2: How would it feel?
1. Read the following scenario to the class:  
It’s Monday morning and you are running late for school. You have a very important test to take and there are not going to be any make up dates. You walk out to the driveway to get into your (dream) car and it is gone.
How do you feel?

2. Instruct the groups to discuss the immediate impact this situation would have on them.  Ask for volunteers to call-out responses as you record them on the board. (angry, sad, mad, scared, confused, etc.)
3. Next, inform the class that their car has been located in a ditch several miles from home.  Apparently some teen-agers have taken it for a ‘joy ride’ and it has sustained significant damage and that the car is probably totaled, meaning the cost to repair it is more than the car is worth, according to the insurance company.  
4. Next, instruct the groups to list the possible effects a victim may experience if their car is taken.
Possible effects:  no transportation, missed test, need alternate plan to attend afterschool activities, sports, clubs, jobs, affect social plans, take time to deal with reporting, possible financial impact.
5. Ask the students to discuss with their group possible ways to protect a car from theft.  Rotate around each group asking for one car theft prevention idea. Record the responses on the board.  

Activity 3:  
1. Ask the students to discuss with their group, how movies or TV shows portray teens taking/driving a car without permission.
2. After a few minutes of discussion, call on volunteers from the class to summarize what was shared in their group.  (as a prank, having a good time, thrilling, exciting, funny, scary,  dangerous, etc.)
3. Explain to the groups that they are going to write a statute or law that defines the crime of ‘joy riding’ and includes what they think the consequences should be.  Each group should record their statute on the large paper provided and be ready to report out.  
4. After each group has had a turn with sharing their statute, hand each group a copy of the statute regarding ‘Joyriding’.  Instruct the groups to choose a volunteer to read the statute to their group and then as a group decide what the key components are and circle or highlight them.  Next, the groups should compare their statute with the Arizona Revised Statute and be ready to report out any differences or similarities.  
Key Components are bold:
13-1803. Unlawful use of means of transportation; classification
A. A person commits unlawful use of means of transportation if, without intent permanently to deprive, the person either:
1. Knowingly takes unauthorized control over another person's means of transportation. (without permission)
2. Knowingly is transported or physically located in a vehicle that the person knows or has reason to know is in the unlawful possession of another person pursuant to paragraph 1 or section 13-1814.
B. A violation of subsection A, paragraph 1 of this section is a class 5 felony. (Driver)
C. A violation of subsection A, paragraph 2 of this section is a class 6 felony. (passenger)
Debrief: Ask students how they will respond if a friend ask them to ride along in a car they suspect is taken without permission.
