What is Unsafe to Bring to School Lesson Plan

[bookmark: _Hlk95901340]Objectives: 
· Students should be able to decide what is safe or unsafe to bring to school.
· Students should learn the consequences of bringing something unsafe to school.

Protective Factor Developed:  Decision making skills

Materials: 
· Images of safe (but thrilling) and dangerous activities, 1 set for facilitator
· YELLOW “Thrilling but Safe” and RED “Dangerous” signs, 1 of each
· Leapfrog Learning Game, (https://www.educaplay.com/learning-resources/15739503-what_is_safe_to_bring_to_school.html)iPad 1 per student or Safe and Unsafe Items Trail, 1 per student
· “What is Safe to Bring to School?” coloring page, 1 per student

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson: 
1. Divide students into small groups of 3 or 4 students each.
2. Pair students together for a Think-Pair-Share. Tell students you will ask a question, then they will quietly think of ideas but will keep them to themselves until a signal/cue is given (or a specified time elapses). When given the signal/cue, pairs will turn to each other and take turns sharing ideas in response to the question. 

Question: What are some things that make you feel safe at school?

3. Ask for a few pairs to share some ideas they had. Discuss why those things make them feel safe. 
4. Next ask what makes an activity or thing unsafe? If students are stuck on the answer, help them with these ideas:
a. If an activity or item could hurt you physically, it may be unsafe
b. If an activity or item could hurt others physically, it may be unsafe
c. If an activity or item does not have safety measures in place, it may be unsafe. For example, riding a bike is considered a safe activity if safety measures are in place. Safety measures are helmets, following bike rules/laws, staying out of traffic, etc. If safety measures are not followed, that activity is no longer considered safe. 
5. To explore this idea further, students will play Split the Room. An image of an activity will be displayed (Images of safe but thrilling and dangerous activities). Students will decide if they believe the activity is safe (however thrilling) or dangerous. Students will stand up and walk to one side of the room (yellow) that signals thrilling but safe activities or will walk to the opposite side of the room (red) that signals dangerous activities.
6. After each image, ask one or two students why they chose to stand with yellow or red. If students are forgetting the safety measures, help them by asking: “In this activity, what safety measures do you see?”; “Do the safety measures help the activity be safe?”; “If there are no safety measures, could someone get hurt?”
7. Next, tell the students you will ask them 2 questions. If their answer is yes, they should stand up. If their answer is no, they should sit down. Ask students the questions: Do you want to feel safe at school? Do you believe others want to feel safe at school? 
8. Inform students that dangerous things cause people to feel unsafe, but respecting others and keeping these things out of school will help people be safe. 
9. Tell students they will get to play a digital Leapfrog Learning Game that will help them learn what is not safe to bring to school and should be left at home. Play the game together with the class. An alternative to the digital game is the handout Safe and Unsafe Items Trail. Students will discuss with their group if an item is safe to bring to school, they will check it off. If the item is unsafe to bring to school, students will cross it out.
A. pencils and crayons ()

10. Remind students of the consequences of bringing unsafe items to school. Tell them you will make some statements and the students should indicate if the statement is True or False by holding a thumbs up for TRUE and a thumbs down for FALSE.
Statements: 
a) It is a dangerous item if it makes others feel unsafe (T)
b) It is an unsafe item if it may harm others (T)
c) It is a safe item if it doesn’t hurt anyone (T)
11. Debrief the lesson by having students complete the coloring page with their shoulder partner. Both students will be discussing what items are safe to bring to school.
