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What Can I Bring to School? 
K-3
What is Safe to Bring to School Lesson Plan
Please obtain administrator approval prior to implementing this lesson.

Objectives: 
· Students should be able to identify items that should be left at home from items okay to bring to school.
· Students will be informed of the importance of checking with parents at home before bringing items to school. 
· Students should learn how to practice the correct steps for bringing items to school.

Protective Factor Developed:  Decision making skills

Materials: 
· Color, Cut and Paste Items handout, 1 per student
· Scissors, 1 per student
· Glue, 1 per student or a few per small group
· Crayons per student
· How to Ask Parents handout, 1 per group
· To Bring Items to School, I should… handout, 1 per group
· Sticky notes, 1 per student

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
Lesson: 
1. Divide students into small groups of 3 or 4 students each. 
2. Explain to the students that it is important for them to learn about items that may be brought to school and items that need to stay home because this allows them to be safe at school and helps keep their personal belongings safe. 
3. Give each student the handout Color, Cut and Paste Items. Explain to the students that they are going to look at the items on the handout and decide what should be left at home. They are going to do an example together. 
4. Choose the gaming system and ask the students the following questions:
a. Do you need this gaming system to learn at school?
b. Could this gaming system get broken at school?
c. Could someone take this item without asking and not return it?
d. How would you feel if you could not get your gaming system back or it was broken?
e. Would your parents be upset if they had to buy a new gaming system for you?
f. Is it safer to leave this item at home?
5. After the example, allow students to discuss with their group what items in the worksheet should be left at home and what items could be brought to school and why. Walk around each group and listen to the student conversations.
6. After the group discussions, allow students to color, cut, and paste the items that should stay home and items that could be brought to school on the worksheet. Circulate the room and make sure the students understand their assignment and compliment their work. 
7. Call on various students to share where they put each item until all items have been reviewed. If there is an item in the wrong place, help the students learn why the item should be left at home or could be brought to school. 
8. After learning about what is safe to bring to school and what should not be brought to school, we will now go over checking with parents at home before bringing items to school.

9. Show and read with students How to Ask Parents handout.
10. Instruct students to brainstorm with their group how to ask parents. 
11. Students should turn to their shoulder partner and practice being the student and the parent. 
12. Now that parents have been asked if items can be brought to school, we will go over the correct steps to bringing items to school. 
13. Show and read with students To Bring Items to School, I should… handout.
14. Students will talk to their group about the three important steps to remember when bringing an item to school.
15. Every student receives a sticky note and writes or draws the steps they will take when taking an item to school.
16. Debrief by having the students share their thoughts on the following questions:
a. Why is it important to go over items with adults that could be brought to school and items that must stay home?
b. Why should we get permission from our parents for the items that could be brought to school?
