Respecting What Others Bring to School Lesson Plan

Objectives: 
· Students should be able to learn the importance of respecting what others bring to school.
· Students will be able to learn about the consequences of taking the property of others without permission.
· Students should be able to practice asking permission before taking or touching someone's property.

Protective Factor Developed:  Empathy for others

Materials: 
· Book “Ricky Sticky Fingers” by Julia Cook, Michelle Hazelwood Hyde
· Poster paper in front of the room
· Sticky notes, 1 per student
· Writing Tool, 1 per person
· Respecting What Others Bring to School handout, 1 per person 
· Sticky Hands Party Favors, 1 per person

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson: 
1. Prior to the start of the lesson, post the large poster paper in front of the room.
2. When the class begins, divide students into small groups of 3 or 4 students each. 
3. Ask students to verbally share within their group, why they think it’s important to learn about respecting what others have. Respect for other people’s things means to be kind to their items.
4. Allow the students the opportunity to share their thoughts with the class.
5. Inform the class that they will be learning about the importance of respecting the property of others by listening to the story “Ricky Sticky Fingers.” 
6. Read the story but stop reading at pages 10-11, and ask the students to talk to their group about what Ricky could have done instead of taking Domini Russo’s ninja? (Possible answers: Ricky could have asked to play with the ninja or played with Domini during recess to use the ninja).
7. Volunteers will share their answers with the whole class. Write those answers on a poster paper in front of the classroom.
8. Continue to read the story.  
9. Stop on pages 16-17 and ask the students to individually draw or write on a sticky note how they think Ricky felt when his bike was stolen.
10. Instruct the students to come up to the poster paper and place their sticky note on it.
11. Finish reading the story. 
12. As a class, review the poster paper and closely analyze Ricky’s feelings. Share what was demonstrated on the sticky notes with the class since they may not be able to see the sticky notes from their seats.
13. Ask the students to raise their hands and share what Ricky’s main feelings were. Ricky for the most part was sad. Then, ask students to share with their partner how they would feel if this happened to them. When students do this, they are learning how to put themselves into someone else’s shoes. 
14. Ask the students to raise their hand and share ideas of what Ricky could have done instead of taking the ninja. 
15. Emphasize the strategy of asking for things. Instruct the students to choose a partner from their small group and practice asking to borrow a toy. Walk around each group and listen to the students. Praise them when they ask politely.
16. Volunteers will share with the class what they came up with their partner. 
17. Students will now practice asking their friend for their toy, but being told they may not borrow it. Remind students that no matter what we always need to be respectful. They are in control of their actions, and they need to respect their friends even when things don’t go their way. Remind students to always respond appropriately. Walk around and listen to students having that conversation. 
18. Explain the importance of not taking what is not theirs because there are consequences. For instance, at their age if they take what is not theirs, they may go to the principal’s office, or their parents may have a very serious talk with them. Their friends may also not trust them anymore. 
19. Provide each student with the Respecting What Others Bring to School handout to review the importance of respecting the property of others. Students will draw and write the consequences of taking what is not theirs, how to ask permission before taking something that does not belong to them, and demonstrate how they feel when someone takes their belongings. 
20. After students complete the handout, they will receive a sticky hands party favor to remember “no one likes sticky hands.”
21. Debrief by having the students stand in a circle and answer any of the following questions:
a. Why is it important to not take what does not belong to you?
b. What could be the consequences for taking something that does not belong to you?
c. If I took someone else’s toy, they might feel…
