Objectives: 
· Students should be able to share why it is important to follow rules about what can be brought to school.
· Students should learn how to share about themselves using an “About Me” organizer.

Materials: 
· All About MeAll About Me graphic organizerALlA, 1 per student
· Crayons, per group or per student

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk146786075]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson:
1. Divide students into small groups of 3 students each. 
2. Tell students it is important to learn about each other to build relationships and classroom community. Teach these gestures/signals and the corresponding prompt to guide an opportunity for students to share about themselves verbally. Think/get ready to share about:
A. people (or pets) that are important to you (make a heart)
B. games you like to play (game controller)
C. foods you enjoy (rub stomach)
D. things you enjoy learning about (point to your brain)
3. As the facilitator, share some personal things using the signals.
4. Prompt the students in their groups of 3, for “Think-three-share” to use the gestures/signals to guide their time to share about themselves with their triad.
5. Facilitators should walk around the room to listen while the students share and make sure they remember the instructions.
6. Provide an opportunity for students to illustrate their favorite things at home. Distribute the ‘About Me’ graphic organizer and crayons to complete. Share your own sample.
7. Volunteers will share with the class their ‘About Me’ graphic organizer.
8. Debrief the lesson by providing an opportunity for students to share why it is important to follow rules about what can be brought to school. 
a. Posted rules: Check with adults for approval
b. It is NOT allowed at school if it is:
· dangerous
· hurtful or disrespectful
· too personal 
· expensive
· delicate
· not yours
