[bookmark: _Hlk147914724]When to Report What Others Bring to School Lesson Plan


Objectives: 
· Students should be able to understand the difference between reporting and tattling.
· Students should be able to use safe strategies when they see someone bring something to school that is against the rules.

Protective Factor Developed:  Critical reasoning skills

Materials:
· Poster paper, 1 per group
· Markers, per group
· Book “Miles McHale, Tattletale” by Christianne Jones
· How to Report handout, 1 per group
· Brain stress toy, 1 per class

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Having both the officer and teacher rotate among students and to different groups. Both instructors will provide positive feedback and engage in friendly conversations with students. This procedure will help reduce classroom disruptions, increase student engagement, and build supportive relationships with students. 
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained more easily with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.

Lesson:
1. When the class begins, divide students into small groups of 3 or 4 students each. Each group has poster paper and markers.  
2. Before you begin reading, ask the students to start thinking why it is important for them to learn to not tattle as they listen to the story. 
3. Next, ask students to turn to their shoulder partner and share why they believe we should learn about the importance of not tattling. (Possible answers: tattling can cause disagreements, it’s important to tell only when someone or something may get hurt).
4. Call on a few pairs to share with the whole class.
5. Explain to the class that today they will learn about the difference between tattling and reporting.
6. Read to the class the book, “Miles McHale, Tattletale.” 
7. Once the book has been read, each group will create a poster of what reporting is and how it is different from telling. (Possible answers: the poster should demonstrate that reporting is to help someone when they are hurt or in danger; telling is to get someone in trouble).   
8. As the groups finish their posters, post them around the room.
9. Every group gives a quick summary of their poster.
10. Explain that in the book they learned to report when someone is sick, hurt, or in harm. There are instances when some of our friends might bring to school something that is against the rules. 
11. Provide the following examples below. After each one, ask the students to put a thumbs up if they should report or a thumbs down if they should not report. Explain why C and D should be reported.
a. You see a student has a toy bear in their backpack and toys are not allowed at school.
b. You see a student sticking their tongue out at your friend.
c. You see a student pushing your friend to the ground because they are mad.
d. You see a student with a pocketknife in their backpack. 
12. Explain to the students that now they know the difference between tattling and reporting, they will review a visual of how to report when an unsafe item is at school.
13. Distribute the visual How to Report handout 1 per group. Ask for a volunteer to come to the front of the classroom and demonstrate reporting someone getting hurt on the playground. 
14. Debrief by having the class stand in a circle and use a brain stress toy and pass it around to answer any of the following: 
a. What is the importance of reporting? 
b. What is a way to report?
