Respectfully Responding to Conflict Lesson Plan
Formatted for Online Learning
Obtain administrator approval prior to implementing the lesson. The classroom teacher must be present online during the entire lesson.  Students may need an adult to assist with the online platform at home.


Objectives:  Students will…
· Understand the meaning of the word “Respect”.
· Learn a strategy for respectfully responding to conflict.
· Illustrate a respectful response to conflict.

Timeframe: 30 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk30146921]Team Teaching: For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· [bookmark: _Hlk47170461]Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements and relating relevant content to their curriculum.  In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions.  Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons.  It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching.  Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
· Implementing LRE online with the classroom teacher will also provide support with teaching online.  The teacher can help monitor chats and address raised hands and technical difficulties.
· Follow the system that teachers have in place for online learning and work in conjunction with the teacher to make sure that they have a plan in place to monitor appropriately.

Prior to the lesson: Students should be familiar with the story Goldilocks and the 3 Bears from Lesson 1 in the cohort, if not you may want to read or play the story.

Activity:
1. Greet students and inform them that today’s lesson is about respectfully responding to conflict.  Explain that “Respect” means thinking and acting in ways that show you care about yourself and others.
2. Ask students what may happen when we say things that make others feel we don’t care about them?  Allow for students to openly respond.  Repeat accurate responses such as, the other person may feel sad, mad, upset, or they may not want to be your friend or play with you, they may respond with unkind or mean words; this could start a conflict or disagreement between the two of you.  You both want something from the other but are disagreeing on how to get what you want.  It’s okay to disagree but it is not okay to be mean and hurt others.  
3. Inform students that one way to show others you care about them is by respectfully responding when there is a conflict.
4. Review the story of Goldilocks and the 3 Bears.  Ask students to think about how Baby Bear might have felt when he found out that Goldilocks ate his porridge.  
5. Display the following sentence on a fillable document on your screen and read aloud.  Then, ask for volunteers to provide feeling words for Baby Bear.  The sentence is repeated several times to allow students to provide an idea that can be inserted in the blanks.  
“When Goldilocks ate all of Baby Bear’s porridge, Baby Bear felt________________.”

6. Ask the students to think what Baby Bear could do to calm himself down, before he speaks, so he doesn’t act out in mean ways to Goldilocks.  As students offer suggestions, act out the ideas.  (Count to 10, take deep breaths, ask for help, tell her they can talk later, etc.)
7. Explain to students that if Baby Bears act in mean ways to Goldilocks he may get into trouble and Goldilocks may say or do mean things in return.  Then the conflict becomes more serious and both could be in trouble and need time-out.  They may not be able to play together or be friends for a while.
8. Review the following list a few times of possible requests Baby Bear could say to Goldilocks to let her know what he would like her to do instead of coming into his house and eating his porridge.  Use hand motions with each idea and instruct the students to follow you.
Baby Bear could say to Goldilocks…
A. “Please stop.” (extend arm with palm facing outward)
B. “Ask me first.” (point to self)
C. “Wait for me to invite you.” (motion to come)
9. Using Jamboard, Pear Deck, or student gestures, ask students to choose the response from step 8 they liked the best and share why.  
10. Provide the Activity Sheet (pg. 5) for students to download or work on the computer.  Review briefly.  Instruct the students to complete the activity sheet with an adult if needed.  If time permits, instruct students to share their drawing and message on webcam with mic.  Allow other students to add a kind response to each presentation.  
11. Inform students that goldilocks also have a responsibility to communicate to Baby Bear instead of just taking his things.  Review the following list a few times of possible requests Goldilocks could say to Baby Bear to let him know what she wanted.  Use hand motions with each idea and instruct the students to follow you.
Goldilocks could say to Baby Bear…
A. “I’m hungry, are you?”
B. “Can we share?”
C. “May I sit in your chair?”
12. Using Jamboard, Pear Deck, or student gestures, ask students to choose the response from step 11 they liked the best and share why.
