Objectives:  Students will…
· Understand how taking responsibility before a conflict begins may help prevent the conflict.
· Learn ways to take responsibility before a conflict begins.
· Draw a picture of themselves taking responsibility before a conflict.

Timeframe: 30 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk30146921]Team Teaching: For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· [bookmark: _Hlk47170461]Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements and relating relevant content to their curriculum.  In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions.  Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons.  It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching.  Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
· Implementing LRE online with the classroom teacher will also provide support with teaching online.  The teacher can help monitor chats and address raised hands and technical difficulties.
· Follow the system that teachers have in place for online learning and work in conjunction with the teacher to make sure that they have a plan in place to monitor appropriately.

Activity: 
1. Inform students that todays’ lesson is about taking responsibility to prevent conflicts.  Instruct the students to follow you as you say the word, “Responsibility” by syllables or sounds to a rhythm you create by tapping your wrist or table or clapping your hands such as , “Re-spon-si-bil-i-ty” (1, 2-3, 1, 1, 1).  Instruct the students to join you as you repeat it several times.  
2. Next, show the “R for Responsibility” picture (pg.3) and let students know that you will provide a copy to download for them to color later, but for now you want them to draw a big letter “R” on their own paper. Explain that you will read a paragraph and every time they hear the word, “Responsibility” they are to hold up their letter “R”.
3. Read the following paragraph slowly, emphasizing the word, “Responsibility” and allowing time for students to hold up their letter “R” and laying it back down before proceeding.

You are taking…responsibility… when you respectfully tell someone if they are bothering you.  You are showing …responsibility… when you listen to how someone feels, and you stop bothering them.  Goldilocks had a …responsibility… to ask Baby Bear before going into his house and using his things.  

4. Inform the students that you are going to show them some situations that may bother some students.  Students are to choose the best response that shows taking responsibility to prevent conflicts.  
5. Present the Responsibility Toon, pausing to ask students to choose their response before continuing to the next segment. Then, discuss the possible outcomes.  (The link to the toon may be provided for the student and family to watch together.)

6. Provide the “R is for Responsibility” color sheet (pg. 4) to download and instruct the students to ask an adult or responsible sibling to help print it or make their own version on drawing paper.  
7. An adult or older sibling may need to assist with the directions to draw a picture of themselves that shows you telling someone how you feel or listening when someone tells you how they feel or asking first before you touch someone’s property.  Students may also ask for help in taking a screenshot of their finished picture to send to their teacher and School Safety Officer conducting the lesson.
