Objectives:  Students will…
· Understand what a solution to a conflict is.
· Learn ways to solve conflicts peacefully.
· Vote on the best way to solve a conflict scenario.

[bookmark: _Hlk30146921]Team Teaching: For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· [bookmark: _Hlk47170461]Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements and relating relevant content to their curriculum.  In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions.  Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons.  It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching.  Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
· Implementing LRE online with the classroom teacher will also provide support with teaching online.  The teacher can help monitor chats and address raised hands and technical difficulties.
· Follow the system that teachers have in place for online learning and work in conjunction with the teacher to make sure that they have a plan in place to monitor appropriately.

Activity: 
1. Inform students that today’s lesson is on finding solutions to conflicts.  A conflict is a disagreement between two people.  Finding a way to settle the disagreement so both people are okay is the solution.  
2. Display the Activity Sheet (Slide 1) on a shared document.  Read the sentence and invite students to indicate where a letter should go to spell the word “conflict” in the first sentence.  (Letters can be mixed up or stay in order.  Students may also pick the right word and the whole word can be moved into the space instead.)  Repeat with the second sentence on “Solution”.  (Students can ask an adult or older sibling to download and print the Activity Sheet to fill in and color after the lesson).
3. Show Slide 2 Hand Signs for letters A-B-C on your screen and practice each letter with students.  Ask students to turn their web cam on so you can see their sign.    
4. Now inform students that you will display 3 different Cartoon Scenarios, showing a conflict.  Display the cartoon on your screen and play.  Then read the question after each Cartoon Slide (See Slides 3-5) and provide an opportunity for students to vote on the letter representing their choice by displaying the sign language symbol for the letter “A”, “B”, or “C” for each scenario.  
5. Model for students each sign again so they can use the sign they want to vote with.  Observe their responses and comment.  
6. Provide the Activity Sheet to download and print.  Students can write the correct words in the blank space on the Activity Sheet and then draw a picture of a conflict on their own drawing paper.  Students can then discuss with their parents ways to solve the conflict so both people are okay.  The hand Signs can also be provided for students to download and print to color the letters and practice their letter signs.  Also provide the link to the toons so families can view together.
