Formatted for Online Learning
[bookmark: _Hlk55143792]Obtain administrator approval prior to implementing the lesson. The classroom teacher must be present during the entire lesson.  Students may need an adult to assist with the online platform at home.

Objectives:  Students will…
· Understand that everyone makes mistakes.
· Learn steps to apologize for regretful actions.
· Make a puzzle to show the steps to apologize.

Timeframe: 30 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk30146921]Team Teaching: For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· [bookmark: _Hlk47170461]Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements and relating relevant content to their curriculum.  In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions.  Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons.  It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching.  Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
· Implementing LRE online with the classroom teacher will also provide support with teaching online.  The teacher can help monitor chats and address raised hands and technical difficulties.
· Follow the system that teachers have in place for online learning and work in conjunction with the teacher to make sure that they have a plan in place to monitor appropriately.

[bookmark: _Hlk55839149]Activity: 
1. Inform students that today’s lesson is about learning how to recognize when to apologize.  
2. Ask students to raise their right hand if they have ever done something, they were later sorry for.  (Raise your hand as a model.)
3. Explain that you will call out a series of actions against others that you should not do but did anyway and felt sorry about.  Instruct students that if they have ever done it and felt sorry, they can raise their hand, then lower it.  (Join the response by raising your hand where applicable too.)
“Have you ever…”
A. Tried to get somewhere fast and bumped into someone, making them upset?
B. Thought something was yours and later found out it wasn’t?
C. Been so eager to share aloud that you interrupted someone talking?
D. Borrowed someone’s things without asking, thinking they wouldn’t mind but they did?
E. Disagreed with someone and lost control and called them an unkind name?
4. Ask students to share how it may feel when you do something, you wished you hadn’t.  Allow for students to respond with feeling words like sad, embarrassed, scared, etc.
5. Explain to students that we all make mistakes, but it is important to take responsibility for our mistakes.  When there are conflicts or disagreements between two people, both can take responsibility for their part to resolve the conflict.  Apologizing and accepting apologies is a healthy way to make peace during a conflict or to avoid a conflict.  If you do not feel sorry, you do not have to apologize but you can still take steps to make peace.  
6. [bookmark: _Hlk55833262]Display the Steps to Apologize Activity Sheet (See pg. 4) and review the steps.  Instruct the students to repeat after you as you read the steps a few times through.  Inform students that you will provide the activity sheet to download and trace after the lesson.
7. Then share the following imagined dialogue between Goldilocks and Baby Bear.  
“What if Baby Bear and Goldilocks said the following?
Baby Bear: 
- “I feel mad when you use my things without permission.”
- “I want you to ask first next time.”
Goldilocks: 
- “I’m sorry for using…” or “I shouldn’t have used your things without asking first.”  
- “It’s wrong to use things that don’t belong to me.”
- “Next time, I will ask you first.” 
Baby Bear: 
- “I forgive you” or “That’s okay.”
Goldilocks:  
- “Would you like to sit in my chair?”
Baby Bear:
- “Okay!” or “Maybe later.”
8. Ask students to share how Goldilocks took responsibility for her mistake.  Then ask students how they think Baby Bear might feel after Goldilocks apologized.  
9. Ask the students to share how kindly Baby Bear spoke to Goldilocks to share his feelings. Then ask the students how Goldilocks might feel after Baby Bear spoke to her so nicely.
10. [bookmark: _Hlk55833284]Display the Activity Puzzle (See Slide 2) on your screen and explain how students can ask a parent or older sibling to help them download and copy the puzzle.  The pieces can be colored, cut apart and put together as a puzzle.  Students can read the pieces or have someone in their home read it with them as they put the puzzle together.
