Objectives:  Students will…
· understand why laws govern how items are sold.
· learn ways youth can sell, trade, and barter legally and safely.
· create a plan to market an item for sale by a youth utilizing safety tips.

[bookmark: _Hlk96425725]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
· Following the system that teachers have in place for online learning and work in conjunction with the teacher to make sure that they have a plan in place to monitor appropriately.

Attention Grabber: 
1. Model a 3-column (K-W-L) chart on your screen with one of the following questions heading each column:  
· What do you know about pawning? (K column)
· What do you want to know about pawning? (W column)
· What did you learn about pawning? (L column)
2. Instruct students to create the chart on their own paper then list responses in the first two columns only. Call on volunteers to share responses for the first column. Then, call on different volunteers to share responses from their second column.

Problem-Solving and Application Activities: 
3. Inform students that they will be placed in breakout rooms to collaborate with a small group.
4. Provide the link for students to access the articles and Arizona Revised Statute (A.R.S.). See list of articles and A.R.S. under “Materials”.
5. Assign each room a different article or A.R.S. Instruct the students to share in reading their article to the group. Groups should discuss the key findings and choose a reporter to share with the whole class their group’s key findings. 
6. Call on each group to report out. 
If Breakout Rooms are Not Available:
· Assign the 8 articles to different students. 
· Instruct students to review their assigned article, taking notes on key points.
· Call out each article and ask the students assigned that article to take turns sharing a key point on camera and/or mic.
7. Next, ask the students to share why they think pawn brokers are not allowed “to enter into a pawn transaction or good faith outright purchase of tangible personal property with a person who is less than eighteen years of age.”[footnoteRef:1]  [1:  Arizona Revised Statute: 44-1624. Pawn transactions; reportable transactions] 

8. Ask students to enter in the chat box an example of legal way youth can sell items, including the practice of bartering or trading online and in-person. Read off correct ideas. Share that platform have policies on age requirements and conditions items can be sold. No-compliance could result in the user being banned from the site.
Possible Responses: family yard sales, social media platforms on parent accounts with their approval and supervision (the adult is held responsible; you must be 18 to sell on online platforms); among friends and family; (It is unsafe to meet someone in person or online unknown to the family, adult supervision should be present when communicating or meeting to exchange items.) https://www.ebay.com/help/policies/identity-policies/underage-user-policy?id=4233#section1 
9. Next, ask the class to brainstorm with you safety tips for youth selling items to the public. Record ideas on your platform whiteboard or document that the whole class can see.
Possible Suggestions: informing and gaining parent permission and supervision, utilizing a public place for transactions with adult presence, keep personal information private, avoid oversharing with unnecessary information, keep all communications with buyers with parent approval and supervision, check local or municipal guidelines for yard sales and signage, sell to family and people you know personally, or your family knows personally, etc.
10. Now assign each student one of the legitimate places a youth can sell items (see Step 8) and instruct students to create a mock plan for selling an item utilizing safety tips brainstormed in Step 9.
11. Call on volunteers to share their plan. Ask the class to rate the safety of the plan on a scale of 1-5 with 1 being the lowest safety rating and 5 being the highest safety rating. Ask a few volunteers with various ratings to comment on how their plan can be improved for safety.
12. Debrief the lesson by instructing students to add responses to the last column on their K-L-W Chart, listing concepts they learned in today’s lesson. 
13. Call on volunteers to share one concept learned today.
