Gaining Consent Before You Post Lesson Plan

Objectives:  Students will…
· understand the importance of gaining consent before you post about others.
· examine what may happen if consent is not given.
· apply effective communication skills when requesting consent to post online.

Materials:

Timeframe: 50 minutes

Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
· Following the system that teachers have in place for online learning and work in conjunction with the teacher to make sure that they have a plan in place to monitor appropriately.

Attention Grabber: 
1. Instruct the students to enter in the chat box or share verbally situations where they want others to ask their permission before posting or uploading something involving them. Read off ideas entered in the chat box.
2. Next, ask students to enter in the chat box or share verbally situations where they need parent permission with online activity. Read off ideas entered in the chat box.

Problem-Solving and Application Activities: (Diana & Melissa-role play scenarios)
4. Explain that sometimes family or friends may post embarrassing things on your social media or their own feed. A healthy communication strategy with friends and family is to set boundaries and to respect each other’s boundaries when posting things that can be seen by others. 
5. Ask the class to brainstorm with you respectful dialogue you could have with a friend or family member that posted something embarrassing. What could you say before they posted, maybe when they first requested to be accepted on your platform? Students may respond verbally or enter ideas in a chat box. Readd off ideas entered in the chat box. 
Possible Responses: 
· “That embarrassed me, please don’t post …” 
· “That really upset me, can you please take it down.”
· ” I got a lot of mean comments from your post, next time share that with me one-on-one.”
· “Please ask me before you post a picture from the past.”
· “Remember my friends can see this too.”
· “If someone posted that about you, how would you feel?” 
6. Now ask the students to comment on what does the term “consent” mean to them and why is it important to have consent before posting on social media? Students may share verbally or enter ideas in a chat box. Read off ideas entered in the chat box. 
Possible Responses: Consent-permission for something to happen; shows respect for the feelings of others, boundaries, and image; builds trust in relationships; may prevent others from being bullied because of something humiliating you posted about them; shows others how you want to be treated, etc.
7. Inform students that they will be placed in breakout rooms to collaborate with a small group. Provide the link to the Consent Scenarios pgs. 3-5 where consent may or may not be needed. 
8. Assign each group one scenario to read, discuss and respond to the questions on their own paper or word document and be ready to report out. 
9. [bookmark: _Hlk97537863]When groups are back in the main room, call on each group to present their scenario to the class and share their responses. Elaborate with any necessary information, see Facilitator Guide pgs. 6-9.
10. Ask students to comment, either verbally or in the chat box, respectful responses if they do not get consent when requesting. Read off ideas in the chat box as they are entered.
11. Debrief the lesson by writing the following statement on your computer and share your screen and instruct students to record their own response on their own paper or word document. 
12. Call on any volunteers who would like to share their responses.

Gaining Consent Before You Post 
Facilitator Guide 

1. Sara asks her friend if she would share her social media account because she can’t get one. The friend reluctantly does then later discover that the password has been changed. 

Was consent needed: 
Yes.

What respectful actions are needed?
It’s not polite to ask others to share their accounts or passwords, Sarah should respect her privacy. Consent should be given from parents before you share personal information such as a password or account. Sarah needs consent to be on social media from her parents. Sarah should ask permission before changing the password.

What may happen if consent is not given?
Parents may take online privileges away for sharing personal information or accounts without permission or being on social media when not allowed; friendship is harmed, trust is lost, etc.

Create a dialogue for each action needing consent. 
Student answers will vary.

How would you feel if this happened to you?
Student answers will vary.


2. On the school bus coming home from a game, a team member falls asleep. Another teammate takes a video of the sleeping teammate snoring with mouth wide open and uploads it on their social media account. 

Is consent needed?
Yes.

What respectful actions are needed?
The teammate should respect that when someone is sleeping, they are not able to give consent. They should have asked for permission before posting publicly any pictures or videos taken of others.
What may happen if consent is not given?
The target may feel that their trust was broken, anger at teammates, and/or embarrassment, The post may affect the team’s interactions on and off the playing field. 3. Stephanie asks a friend to watch her phone while she plays basketball during lunch. The friend holding the phone sees an alert on a social media posting come through. She is bored so she begins scrolling through Stephanie’s social media feeds.

Is consent needed?
Yes.

What respectful actions are needed?
If you leave your electronic devices with others, you should lock the device if you do not want anyone to use it while you are not present. The friend watching the device should respect their privacy and not pay attention to alerts other than to inform the owner. The friend holding the device should ask permission before using the device for their personal use.

What may happen if consent is not given?
Loss of trust between friends. Conflict between the two. The owner could be embarrassed if sensitive information was seen.

Is consent needed?
No.

What respectful actions are needed?
It would be considerate to ask before sending sensitive information to make sure that is something they are interested in, if both agree, inform them that you sent it so they can make sure they can view when appropriate.

What may happen if consent is not given?
The recipient may be disturbed, they may report it, block you for sending any further, avoid you. 13-2916. Use of an electronic communication to terrify, intimidate, threaten or harass; unlawful use of electronic communication device; applicability; classification; definitions

Create a dialogue for each action needing consent.

How would you feel if this happened to you?
Student answers will vary.

5. You’re at a friend’s family party. The adults are drinking. Your friend grabs you and quickly takes a picture with you and her adult cousin. She posts it on her social media page and tags you. You notice her cousin has a beer in his hand. 

Is consent needed?
Yes.

What respectful actions are needed?
Allow time for others to decide what is in the picture you want to take. Ask before taking a picture or posting. Make sure you have set your privacy setting and tags, so you have the option to approve before it posts to your story. 

What may happen if consent is not given? 
You may not want to hang out with your friend’s family, or your parents may not want you to. You may block the friend from further postings. Trust could be broken between friends.

Create a dialogue for each action needing consent.
Student answers will vary.

How would you feel if this happened to you?
Student answers will vary.

6. A boyfriend takes a picture of his girlfriend in a bathing suit at the pool. The boyfriend posted the picture on social media. 

Is consent needed?
Yes.

What respectful actions are needed? 
Ask before you take a picture or post. Respect the privacy of others by not capturing them in situations that could make them feel bad or give reason for others to think of them in disrespectful ways.

What may happen if consent is not given?
The relationship could end, loss of trust and respect.

Create a dialogue for each action needing consent.
Student answers will vary.

How would you feel if this happened to you?
Student answers will vary.

7. A group of friends are having fun hanging out at one of the homes. One member starts taking pictures of everyone acting silly, making faces, and pretending. The person taking the pictures posts in a private group that only those present can see. Someone from the group decides to post one of the silly pictures on her social media public wall. The one she picks shows some of the friends in embarrassing ways.

Is consent needed?
Yes.

What respectful actions are needed?
Ask before you post. Keep group postings private from the public. Consider if the picture you want to take is respecting the privacy of others.  

What may happen if consent is not given?
More than just the one humiliated person may not want to hang out with you. They may block you from their stories and lose trust. It may cause others to send mean comments further causing humiliation and embarrassment.

Create a dialogue for each action needing consent.
Student answers will vary.

How would you feel if this happened to you?
Student answers will vary.

8. Several students are gathered in the hall when a new student walks by. The group comments on how attractive they are and how they hope to talk to him. Later one of the members of the group posted how Jacob likes the new student and repeated things that were said among all the members of the group but as if just Jacob said it. 

Is consent needed?
Yes.

What respectful actions are needed?
Keep private conversations private and use honesty and respect when talking about others.

What may happen if consent is not given?
Loss of trust, friendship, ridiculed by others, cause embarrassment and humiliation.

Student answers will vary.
