Social Media Challenges Lesson Plan
Formatted for Online Learning

Objectives:  Students will…
· understand that healthy challenges benefit brain development.                                                
· learn when an online challenge is unsafe or may have legal consequences.
· apply reasoning when considering healthy and unhealthy challenges.

Protective Factors: Critical Reasoning Skills
Social Emotional Learning Competency: Responsible Decision-Making

Materials:

Timeframe: 50 minutes

Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
· Following the system that teachers have in place for online learning and work in conjunction with the teacher to make sure that they have a plan in place to monitor appropriately.


Attention Grabber: 
1. Display the following signs on your screen or use your platform’s poll feature. 
· Snapchat
· TikTok
· Game Apps
· Instagram
· Other 
2. Instruct the students to enter in a private chat to you or on the poll feature the online platform they use most often. Report the results without using names.
3. Next, instruct the students to share benefits of being challenged either in the chat box or verbally. Read off chat box entries as they are entered.
4. Now, instruct the students to share risks of being challenged either in the chat box or verbally. Read off entries as they are entered.
5. Explain that the brain is a muscle and needs exercise to keep it healthy. Your brain has 2 types of mindsets. One is fixed and cannot be changed while the other is a growth mindset that thinks it can develop and learn new things. Teen brains are wired to have a growth mindset that is always looking for ways to be challenged. When things are difficult a teen brain sees it as a new challenge!
6. Because of the desire to seek new challenges teens may be attracted to online challenges. While many online challenges may be healthy and fun, there are others that may cause unhealthy consequences. 

Problem-Solving and Application Activities: 
7. [bookmark: _Hlk103241431]Show the video: “Challenges” on the LawForKids.org website (https://lawforkids.org/lre-videos/video/48-challenges ). Pause the video to allow students to respond in the chat box or verbally. 
8. Next, instruct the students to brainstorm with you what could make a challenge an unsafe risk. For example, even seeing how much water a person can drink could pose risks to kidneys. A person can suffer from water toxicity by consuming an unsafe amount of water in a short period of time. A person’s body may not be able to process the water faster enough. 
9. [bookmark: _Hlk103240129]Inform students that there could also be health issues the person may or may not be aware of that can also affect anything that person does to themselves.
10. Next, instruct students to draft at least 3 questions a person could ask themselves before engaging in an online challenge to avoid negative consequences on their own paper or word document.
11. Call on students to share one question with the class that is different than already shared by their peers.
12. Next, inform the students that they will be placed in breakout rooms to collaborate with their small group. 
13. Assign each group one of the examples of Online Challenges listed below Step 10. (Note: Some of these examples have appeared in the news and articles warning schools and parents to be on the lookout.) Also provide the link to the Laws Handout pgs. 4-5 for groups to refer to when considering the consequences.
14. Instruct the groups to review their challenge and discuss if it happened at school, what school consequences could there be and what laws, if any, were broken? 
A. Challenge to damage or steal school property 
B. Challenge to call in or post on social media school threats 
C. Challenge to assault someone by slapping, punching, or knocking down
D. Challenge to harm yourself
E. Challenge to ingest dangerous amounts of food or drink or substances not meant for consumption 
F. Challenge to upload a message or video as a hoax to social media of an action that would disturb or frighten the viewer and cause them to be upset that something terrible happened to you
G. Challenge to perform dangerous stunts 
H. Challenge to expose yourself

J. Challenge to flip water bottles and have them land standing the upright position
K. Challenge to create new dance moves to a popular song
L. Challenge to make a go-cart for a parade entry
15. Call on each group to present their challenge and responses. Allow for brief comments from the audience. See Facilitator Guide pgs. 6-7. 
If Breakout Rooms Are Not Available:
· Assign each student different challenge, see list below Step 10.
· Provide the link to the Laws Handout pgs. 4-5 for students to refer to when considering the consequences.
· Instruct the students to review their challenge and list on their own paper or word document if it happened at school, what school consequences could there be and what laws, if any, were broken? 
· Call out each challenge and ask the students assigned that challenge to take turns sharing verbally or using the chat box to explain what laws may be broken and any school consensuses may be received. 
· Allow for brief comments from the audience. See Facilitator Guide pgs. 6-7 for additional consequences. 
16. Debrief the lesson by asking students to think of a safe challenge that may appeal to their peers. Call on volunteers to share their ideas and have the audience comment on the safety.

13-1203. Assault; classification
1. Intentionally, knowingly, or recklessly causing any physical injury to another person; or
2. Intentionally placing another person in reasonable apprehension of imminent physical injury; or
3. Knowingly touching another person with the intent to injure, insult or provoke such a person.

Consequences: School-suspension or expulsion; legal-charged with a class 1 misdemeanor, 

2)
13-1602. Criminal damage; classification
1. Recklessly defacing or damaging property of another person.
2. Recklessly tampering with property of another person so as substantially to impair its function or value.

[bookmark: _heading=h.30j0zll]Consequences: School-suspension or expulsion; legal-charged with a misdemeanor or felony depending on the amount of damages. 

3)
13-1802. Theft; classification; definitions
A. A person commits theft if, without lawful authority, the person knowingly:
1. Controls property of another with the intent to deprive the other person of such property. 

Consequences: School-suspension or expulsion; legal-charged with a felony-class is based on the amount of damages. 

4)
13-2911. Interference with or disruption of an educational institution; violation; classification; definitions
1. Intentionally, knowingly, or recklessly interfering with or disrupting the normal operations of an educational institution by either:
(a) Threatening to cause physical injury to any employee or student of an educational institution or any person on the property of an educational institution.
(b) Threatening to cause damage to any educational institution, the property of any educational institution or the property of any employee or student of an educational institution.
2. Intentionally or knowingly entering or remaining on the property of any educational institution for the purpose of interfering with the lawful use of the property or in any manner as to deny or interfere with the lawful use of the property by others.
3. Intentionally or knowingly refusing to obey a lawful order given pursuant to subsection C of this section.

Consequences: School- suspension or expulsion; Legal: restitution, 

5)
13-2916. Use of an electronic communication to terrify, intimidate, threaten or harass; unlawful use of electronic communication device; applicability; classification; definitions
A. It is unlawful for a person to knowingly terrify, intimidate, threaten, or harass a specific person or persons by doing any of the following:
1. Directing any obscene, lewd, or profane language or suggesting any lewd or lascivious act to the person in an electronic communication.
2. Threatening to inflict physical harm on any person or to property in any electronic communication.
3. Otherwise disturbing by repeated anonymous, unwanted, or unsolicited electronic communications the peace, quiet or right of privacy of the person at the place where the communications were received.

Consequences: School- suspension or expulsion; Legal: charged with a misdemeanor 

6)
8-309. Unlawful use of an electronic communication device by a minor; classification; definitions 
A. A. It is unlawful for a juvenile to intentionally or knowingly use an electronic communication device to transmit or display a visual depiction of a minor that depicts explicit sexual material. 
B. It is unlawful for a juvenile to intentionally or knowingly possess a visual depiction of a minor that depicts explicit sexual material and that was transmitted to the juvenile through the use of an electronic communication device.
Consequences: School- suspension or expulsion; Legal: charged with a petty offense-misdemeanor 

7)
13-1103. Manslaughter; classification
A. A person commits manslaughter by doing any of the following:
1. Recklessly causing the death of another person.
