Objectives:  Students will…
· understand how social media presence may affect your reputation.                                                                           
· learn what actions may harm or help your online reputation.                                                          
· plan steps you can take to improve your online reputation.

Protective Factors: Belief in the future
Social Emotional Learning Competency: Self-Awareness

Materials:
· Digital Footprint Activity Sheet pg. 4
· Reputation Strips pg. 5 
· Personal Branding Activity Sheet pg. 6

Timeframe: 50 minutes

Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
· Following the system that teachers have in place for online learning and work in conjunction with the teacher to make sure that they have a plan in place to monitor appropriately.

Attention Grabber: 
1. Ask the class to raise their virtual hand if they have ever “Googled” themselves, that is, conducted a search on their name. 
2. If students are allowed, have them search their name on the internet now. Call on a few volunteers to comment on that experience.
3. Provide the link for each student to download a fillable copy of the Digital Footprint Activity Sheet pg. 4. Instruct the students to fill-out the sheet. Call on a few volunteers to share a few items from their list. 
4. Remind students that all the information online that can be found about a person is called their “Digital Footprint”. The information may be what you are posting personally or what others are posting with you or about you. When others see these “footprints” they may form an opinion about you, this becomes your online reputation, and it may or may not be a true reflection.

Problem-Solving and Application Activities: 
5. Inform students that they will be placed in breakout rooms to collaborate with their small group.
6. Provide each group the Reputation Strips pg. 5. Instruct the groups to identify the strips that are examples that may produce a positive online reputation (+) or strips that are examples that may harm an online reputation (X).
7. When groups are back in the main room, call out each example then call on a group to identify it and reasons why. 
If Breakout Rooms Are Not Available:
· Display on your screen and provide the link for students to access the Reputation Strips pg. 5. 
· Instruct the students to identify on their own paper or word document which examples may produce a positive online reputation (+) or which examples may harm an online reputation (X).
· Call out each example then call on a volunteer to identify it and reasons why. 
· Ask the listening audience to share if they disagree and why.
8. Next, instruct the students to enter in the chat box types of people who may be interested in the online footprint of youth. Read off ideas as they are entered.
Possible Responses: friends, family, coaches, employers, scholarship review boards, college admissions officers, market researchers or companies building a profile on your search sites to see what products you like, cybercriminals that want to steal from you or harm you in other ways, investigators if you are charged with a crime, note: police can legally request a search warrant to see what others can’t see such as deleted files, etc.  
10. Display the term, “Personal Branding” on your screen. Instruct the students to share what they think that means either verbally or in the chat box. Read off ideas entered in the chat box. (Personal brand is how you promote yourself and the impression you make on others.)
11. Explain that they can take control of their personal brand by thinking about how they are allowing themselves to be portrayed online. 
12. Instruct students to brainstorm examples of what they can control that is posted about themselves and examples of things they cannot control on their own paper or word document. 
13. Call on volunteers to share things that cannot be controlled and other volunteers to share things that can be controlled. When examples for this is being shared, ask the class to share strategies to cope with what cannot be controlled.
Possible Responses: everything they personally post, search, follow, upload or download, privacy settings, etc. 
Possible Responses: posts from someone accepted on their feed (block, delete, report), posts others may make about you on their feeds (ignore, block them from your platforms, talk to them, avoid responding with words that will continue the negativity), someone uses your identity to create a fake profile (periodically search your name to see if it is accurate, if it is not, report it)
13. Debrief the lesson by providing students with a link to download their own copy of the Personal Branding Activity Sheet pg. 6. 
14. Instruct the students to fill-in the activity sheet. Call on volunteers to share a portion of the activity sheet with the class.
