Objectives: Students will…
· [bookmark: _Hlk58408081]understand the purpose of prescription drugs.
· learn the laws and rules covered in the Arizona’s Medical Marijuana Act.
· prepare an educated response to being offered a prescription drug from a peer.

Protective Factor Developed: Critical Reasoning Skills

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk30146921][bookmark: _Hlk47170461]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· [bookmark: _Hlk90459360]Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
· Follow the system that teachers have in place for online learning and work in conjunction with the teacher to make sure that they have a plan in place to monitor appropriately.

Attention Grabber:
1. Inform students that today’s lesson will inform them about the laws and legal use of medical marijuana. Instruct students to enter in the chat box, a purpose of medicine. Read off ideas as they are entered.
Possible Responses:  cure/stop disease, ease symptoms, prevent ailment, etc.
2. Inform students that Arizona has laws on the use of medical marijuana and recreational marijuana to help protect public safety and welfare of minors. For now, we are only going to focus on the facts and laws regarding medical marijuana.  

Problem-Solving and Application Activities:
3. Inform students that they will collaborate with their peers in breakout rooms to find facts for their assigned category. Assign each breakout room groups one of the following categories. 
A. Laws
B. Rules & Restrictions
C. Penalties
4. Display the Medical Marijuana Fact Sheet (see pg. 3) and provide the link in the chat box for students to access.   
5. Instruct the groups to collaborate in their breakout rooms to review the fact sheet and pick out facts that may fit their assigned category. Groups should choose a volunteer to list their assigned category and the number for each fact, the group thinks fit their category topic on their own paper or word document.   
6. When groups are back in the main room, call on each group to report on the facts they found for their assigned category. (See Facilitator Guide pg. 4) Ask other groups if they also included any of the facts that group reported on under their category.  
If Breakout Rooms are Not Available:
· Divide the class into 3 groups.  Assign each group one of the category headings.  Provide the Medical Marijuana Fact sheet for students to preview and download. Instruct the students to find the facts that might fit under their assigned category and keep track or record them on their own word document or paper.  
· Next, call on each group to use their mics and webcams and share in reporting out the facts found for their assigned category. (See Facilitator Guide pg. 4) 
· Ask other students to report if they placed that fact under a different category. 
7. Next, ask students to enter in the chat box any consequences being caught with a prescription drug that is not theirs on school campus could have on their academic success. Read off responses as they are entered.
Possible Responses:  drug charges, suspensions, detentions, miss school and fall behind, ineligible for extracurricular activities, school sports, clubs, scholarships, lose trust of teachers, coaches, friends, etc. 
8. Now, display a copy of the school handbook on prescription drugs at school on your screen. Ask students to identify the appropriate procedures when a student needs a prescription or over the counter (OTC) drug at school. Call on a few volunteers to report out. 

Lesson Closure:
9. Instruct the students to think of a response using what they learned in this lesson if a peer offers them a prescription drug. Encourage students to include a reason with their refusal. For example, “No thanks, man, I need to go pick up my little brother and I don’t want to get a DUI.” 
10. Ask students to enter their response in the chat box. Read off ideas as they are entered.

11. It is illegal to possess or use someone’s prescription drug.
12. It is illegal to use any form of medical marijuana on public transportation or in public places even by legitimate medical marijuana patients.
13. Only patients with qualifying medical conditions diagnosed by a qualifying physician are eligible for prescriptions.
14. Only physicians who follow legal requirements may provide patients with marijuana prescriptions.
15. Qualifying patients with legitimate prescriptions must still apply and be approved by the Arizona Department of Health Services.
16. The Arizona Medical Marijuana Act requires dispensaries to install security to prevent unauthorized access to medical marijuana.
17. The Arizona Medical Marijuana Act requires registry identification cards for patients, designated caregivers, dispensaries, and their agents.
18. Violating the laws, rules, and requirements for legal use of prescription marijuana may result in suspension or dismissal of the legal use of medical marijuana.
