Objectives:  Students will…
· [bookmark: _Hlk58408176]understand that marijuana laws may differ for adults.
· learn the purpose of laws for underage use of marijuana.
· apply refusal skills to scenarios.

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk30146921][bookmark: _Hlk47170461]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· [bookmark: _Hlk90459360]Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements by relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
· Follow the system that teachers have in place for online learning and work in conjunction with the teacher to make sure that they have a plan in place to monitor appropriately.

Attention Grabber:
1. [bookmark: _Hlk92874728]Inform students that today’s lesson is about being informed on how the passing of proposition 207 to legalize recreational marijuana affects youth. Explain that the new legislation does not change the laws regarding minors, that is those under 18. Prop 207 makes it illegal for anyone under 21 to use, possess, buy, sell or grow recreational marijuana. 
2. Display the fillable “Compare and Contrast” graphic organizer (See pg. 4) and provide the link in the chat box for students to download their own copy and open on their computer screen.  
3. Next, display the Marijuana Laws handout (See pg. 5) and provide the link in the chat box for students for students to access. 
4. Instruct students to sort the information they see on your screen into three categories by recording the letter in the appropriate section of their graphic organizer. The left side of the graphic organizer is for information regarding the adult use of recreational marijuana only, the right side of the graphic organizer is for information regarding minors and marijuana; and the middle is for any information that may be shared by both adults and minors. 
5. Provide about 5 minutes for students to fill-in their graphic organizer and then call on volunteers to report out one item from the left side. When all the appropriate items have been reported, call for more volunteers to report out one item from the right side then move to the center and call on volunteers to report out on one item. (See Facilitator Guide pg. 6 for possible responses)

Problem-Solving and Application Activities:
6. Display the Student Handout (See pgs. 7-8) and provide the link in the chat box for students to access.  The handout contains more information about youth and marijuana. 
7. Inform students that they will be placed in a breakout room with a small group. As a group they are to review the handout. Group should choose a group volunteer to record for the group on their own paper or word document. 
8. When the groups are back to the main room call out a question and ask each group leader to report out one response from their group. Continue with the next question, asking a different group leader to respond first.  
If breakout rooms are unavailable:
· Provide the Student Handout and instruct the students to respond to the questions on their own copy.
· Match students with a partner and provide time for students to share their responses with their partner by private chats.
· Call out a scenario and then call on a few volunteers to share a response before proceeding to the next question.  
9. Next, display the following types of refusals on your screen and review. Then ask students to brainstorm with you things they could say when they want to refuse a peer if asked to participate in an activity they do not want to. Record student ideas on the document displaying the types of refusals. 
· State your position
· Suggest alternatives
· Act on your response with body language, tone of voice and /or movement such as walking away
10. Now, display the What Would You Do? Handout (See pg. 9) on your screen and provide a link for students to access. Match students with a partner. Assign each partnership one of the scenarios.
11. Instruct students to read their assigned scenario and provide specific things they could say or do if they wanted to refuse the offer with their partner in a private chat with each other. They should include information they learned from this lesson or previous lessons in their responses. 
12. Call out scenarios and ask partners assigned that scenario to share in responding. 
13. Next, instruct one partner to send a new scenario they made up to their partner in their private chat box. The other partner can respond by sending how to respond to refuse. 
14. Call on volunteers to share their newly created scenario and refusal.

Lesson Closure:
15. Ask students to comment in the chat box challenges with laws regarding recreational marijuana use and well-being of minors. 
16. Read off ideas as they are entered.

A. Arizona juveniles may not possess anything that allows one to use, prepare, plant or do a number of other things related to drugs.  (ARS 13-3415)
B. Driving, flying or boating while impaired to the slightest degree by marijuana remains illegal.
C. Employers can prohibit marijuana use on the job and request drug tests.
D. [bookmark: _Hlk58950192]The Arizona Department of Health Services (ADHS) is responsible for establishing recreational marijuana use. 
E. Juvenile convictions for drug charges may result in drug counseling, probation, diversion programs, juvenile detention center.
F. Under the new law, recreational marijuana is illegal in public places such as restaurants, parks, and sidewalks.
G. Medical marijuana is prohibited on school grounds, including marijuana from medical card holders. (ARS 15-108)
H. School Drug Free Zones make it illegal for anyone to possess, use, produce, sell or transfer marijuana within 300 feet of a school, its grounds, transportation or bus stops.  (ARS 13-3411)
I. It is illegal in Arizona for juveniles to use, possess, sell, produce, transport or import marijuana in any form.  (ARS 13-3405)
J. The new marijuana law allows Arizonans, over 21 to use, possess, produce and sell to licensed dispensaries, limited amounts of marijuana.
K. Marijuana products cannot be made to imitate brands or objects marketed to children such as toys or cartoons.
L. Arizona cities may pass ordinances placing restrictions on recreational marijuana use in public and establishing marijuana dispensaries.

1. The brain develops through mid-20s.  The following are some of the brain’s function: 
· 
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· Controls Impulses
· Decision-making and judgment
· Organizing and planning
· Problem-solving and thinking
· Attention span and focus
· Memory
· Emotions, fear, anxiety
· Motor Coordination and Balance
· Motivation and Reward


When the body is exposed to marijuana it enters the bloodstream which goes through the brain. The chemical in marijuana (THC) changes the way the brain sends information to the body. These changes can disrupt the normal function of the body. Damages to the brain can be long term or even permanent.   https://www.drugabuse.gov/publications/research-reports/marijuana/how-does-marijuana-produce-its-effects 
2. Lungs develop through the mid-20s and control the intake and outtake of air.

Marijuana smoke, including second-hand smoke has toxins and carcinogens that can irritate the lungs. These irritations can lead to respiratory problems such as coughs and chest infections. These illnesses can affect the body’s immune system causing weakness. https://www.lung.org/stop-smoking/smoking-facts/marijuana-and-lung-health.html 
3. The heart pumps oxygen delivering blood and nutrients to the body and removes harmful gasses and wastes from the blood.

When marijuana enters the blood stream which goes through the heart, it increases the heart rate, blood pressure and blood sugar levels.  Raised heart rates wear out the heart faster and can cause heart attacks. A rise in blood pressure decreases oxygen to the body. This increase can cause dizziness, nausea, fainting and falling. https://www.drugabuse.gov/publications/research-reports/marijuana/how-does-marijuana-produce-its-effects



4. “Drug Free Zone” signs are posted on school property and indicted the boundaries of 300 feet in and around the school campus as a “Drug Free Zone.”

ARS 13-3411 – Conviction of possession, use, sale, or transfer of marijuana in a drug free zone may carry an additional 1-year sentence (school zone is a 300 ft area around the school); the person would not be eligible for suspension of sentence, probation, pardon, or release until the sentence is served or commuted. The convicted person would also be fined a heavier fine.

What Would You Do? Handout
