Home Rules and Curfews Lesson Plan
Formatted for Online Learning
Officers should obtain administrator approval prior to implementing this lesson and MUST speak with their administration/teacher to discuss whether breakout room formats are appropriate or not.  

Objectives:  Students will…
· understand how home rules and curfews protect their safety.
· learn the curfew laws in their area.
· evaluate the effectiveness of curfews rules on teen safety.

Protective Factor: Critical Reasoning Skills

Timeframe: 50 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk30146921]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· [bookmark: _Hlk47170461]Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements and relating relevant content to their curriculum. In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions. Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons. It also provides an opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching. Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
· Following the system that the teachers have in place for online learning and work in conjunction with the teacher to make sure that they have a plan in place to monitor appropriately.

Attention Grabber: 
1. Introduce the cohort on “Safety While Socializing” and explain that adults that are responsible for the safety of youth will have expectations or rules that the youth should follow when in social settings on their own.  
2. Inform the students that the first lesson is on “Home Rules and Curfews”. Explain that home rules and curfews are some of the strategies used to protect teens when they are out on their own. Curfews refer to how late a person under 18 can legally stay outside in public without a legal guardian.  
3. Open a shared document (such as a google document that students can also write on) and provide the link in the chat box so all students can add text to the same document shared by all. Instruct the students to add possible rules guardians may have when youth leave the house without them. Call out the rules as they are entered.  
4. On the same shared document, instruct the students to enter 1 reason they feel a home rule listed may be unfair and 1 reason the same home rule may be helpful for safety. Discuss the reasons as they are entered.  
5. Refer to comments made about curfews and explain that in the next activity, students will be divided into groups to prepare persuasive arguments to establish new curfew rules or keep the existing one.  

Problem-Solving and Application Activities: 
6. Explain the following: Cities in Arizona are allowed to enforce their own curfews through city ordinances. The purpose of a curfew is to keep youth safe during a time when criminal behavior may increase. Found in violation of curfew laws, youth may receive a warning or ticket; may have to pay fines or be assigned community service as well as their parents. A curfew violation might go on their juvenile record. The possible charge for both the juvenile and/or parents is a misdemeanor. For information see: https://lawforkids.org/curfew. There are some exceptions to most curfew laws. 
a. If you are with a parent or guardian curfew rules would not apply. 
b. Parents or guardians may give permission for another adult to be with you after curfew hours or when traveling to another state.  
c. Leaving work and heading straight home is also allowed past curfew or other reasonable activity exercising your First Amendment Rights. 
d. Being married and 16 or over, military service or on your residential property, including the neighbor’s property with consent is also allowed past curfew times.

7. Instruct students to enter in a private chat to you, why adults may feel that crimes may occur more easily at night for youth away from home. 
8. Next, remind the students that curfew applies only to those under the age of 18. Ask the following questions one at a time using a polling tool. After the results of each poll are revealed, ask 1 volunteer from each perspective to share their opinion. After student opinions are shared, refer to the Poll Key (pg. 5) for the polling questions that have supporting data (marked by an *)
a.  Curfew laws for those under the age of 18 are not needed.
i. Agree
ii. Disagree
b.  Violent crime committed by youth, occurs the most between the hours of 11pm and 3am.*
i. Agree
ii. Disagree
c. Curfew laws contribute to decreasing violent juvenile crime committed at night.
i. Agree

d.  Violent crime committed by adults, occurs the least between 10am and 2pm.*

9. Explain to the class that they should consider the discussion and data that was presented during the poll questions for the next activity.
10. Present the following scenario to the class: Your city is reevaluating their curfew laws.  Currently the curfew hours are every day from 10 pm to 6:00 am for everyone under the age of 18. Minors are not allowed outside their residential property without a legal guardian during these hours. Violators may receive $100 fines.  No exemptions.  
11. Explain that students will be divided into breakout rooms and each group will receive a different role.  As their assigned role they are to collaborate with their group to prepare 2 minute or less persuasive arguments, either agreeing or disagreeing with their current curfew law. If they disagree, groups will need to explain what they would like to see changed and why. Groups will each choose a reporter.  
12. Further explain that one group will be the City Council that will hear each group’s arguments and make a final decision.  
13. Display the Role Cards (see slides 1-9) and review briefly before sending groups to the breakout rooms for 7 minutes. For an extra step, facilitators may want to assign “support” or “change” the curfew law to different groups to ensure both sides of the issue are examined.

14. When the time is up, bring the breakout groups back to the main room. Allow the City Council members to run the meeting. Ensure that each presentation is only 2 minutes or less. 
15. When the meeting is adjourned, send the City Council members to a breakout room for 5 minutes to discuss the arguments and prepare a final ordinance for the city’s curfew.
16. While the City Council group is deliberating, provide the link to the LawForKids.org website section on curfews: https://lawforkids.org/curfew. Instruct students to review the information. Students may want to look up their city’s curfew laws. Allow students to make comments on the information they found.  
17. When the time is up, bring the City Council members back to the main room and allow them to deliver their comments and curfew rule.
If Breakout Rooms are Not Available:
· Assign each student a different role from the Roles for No Breakout Rooms slide 10. 
· Display slide 11 and review the directions.
· Call on volunteers to describe their changes, if any. Record their details on a shared document and instruct the audience to add a check mark to any similar items.
· Call on volunteers who have something different to report and their reasons why. Instruct the listening audience to add a check mark to similar items.  
· Continue until all ideas have been reported. Instruct the students to reflect on similarities and differences among the details.  
· As a class construct a curfew law that mostly reflects the similar ideas or compromises with the differences. 
· Provide the link to the LawForKids.org website section on curfews: https://lawforkids.org/curfew . Instruct students to review the information. Students may want to look up their cities curfews laws. Allow students to make comments on the information they found.  
18. Next, post the following Reflection Question on a shared document and ask the audience to respond.  Read off the comments as they are entered. Encourage the students to indicate comments they agree with by notating them. Continue with the next questions in this manner.  
A. In what ways did the City Council curfew law meet the different groups’ expectations?
B. In what ways may this new curfew law keep teens safe?

Lesson Closure:  
19. Instruct students to write a reflection in their personal journal, how curfew rules can help keep teens safe while socializing.
20. Call on volunteers to share ideas with the class.
