Objectives: Students will…
· [bookmark: _Hlk48919817]Understand that certain jobs and job site may require personal protective equipment (PPE) for health and safety
· Learn how laws and guidelines on PPE protect public health and safety
· Practice a dialogue explaining how complying to PPE guidelines at school protects the school’s learning environment

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs]Team Teaching: For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements and relating relevant content to their curriculum.  In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions.  Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons.  It also provides opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching.  Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
· Implementing LRE online with the classroom teacher will also provide support with teaching online.  The teacher can help monitor chats and address raised hands and technical difficulties.

Attention Grabber: 
1. [bookmark: _Hlk48919913][bookmark: _Hlk47265504]Ask students to type in the chat box what they think PPE might mean.  Allow for several responses before revealing the correct answer.  (Personal Protective Equipment).  

Problem-Solving and Application Activities:
1. Display Slide 1 on your desktop and share your screen as you briefly review the directions. 
3. [bookmark: _Hlk47271804]Inform students that they will work with a group in a breakout room to list possible PPE for their assigned job and purpose of that PPE.  Each group should choose a volunteer to record the group’s ideas on the slide and save for reporting out.  Also inform students that you will enter each breakout room to assign the job.  (see bold type in Step 4: A-H)
4. Allow approximately 15 minutes for this breakout room activity, checking on progress by entering break out rooms again after assigning each group their job title; the teacher can check for raised hands/questions.  
5. Bring the groups back to the whole group session and call on group volunteers to report out by sharing their screen and or reporting out their group’s assigned job and possible PPE.  
[bookmark: _Hlk48136078]If breakout rooms are not available:
· [bookmark: _Hlk48142449]Display the Slide 1 on your desktop and share your screen.  Allow time for each student to write down their individual responses.  After 10 minutes, call out a worker and ask for volunteers to read their responses.  
Or
· Allow students to choose a worker from the list and send you a private chat with their responses.  You can choose 4-5 responses to read aloud to the group but do not read the students’ names to maintain privacy of their feelings. 
[bookmark: _Hlk47265542]Possible Responses for Job PPE:  
A. Welder: tinted eye protection, leather gloves-jacket-apron, thick pants, leather boots (maybe steel toed)
B. Construction Worker: safety helmet, safety goggles, gloves, face mask, steel toe boots, visibility vest
C. First Responders: latex gloves, face mask, plexiglass shield, full body gown/apron, eye protection, hand sanitizer
D. Mechanic: steel toe boots, flexible safety gloves, eye protection, ear plugs, jumpsuit/coveralls
E. Law Enforcement Officer: Kevlar vest, utility belt, face mask, face shield, gloves, closed toe-sturdy shoes, hand sanitizer
F. Retail Worker: face mask, gloves, plexiglass shield, hand sanitizer
G. Salesclerk: face mask, gloves, plexiglass shield, hand sanitizer
H. Teacher: face mask, gloves, plexiglass shield, hand sanitizer

[bookmark: _Hlk47266092][bookmark: _Hlk47266514]Possible Reasons for PPE: Student answers may vary; general reasons may be…required by law, business rules and guidelines, avoid lawsuits-fines-fees, save medical costs or paying out workers comp if accidents, injuries and illness are prevented, maintain health and safety of employees, workplace and customers, keep products and services safe from contamination,  etc.
6. Inform students that the Occupational Health and Safety Administration (OSHA) - gives guidance and develops regulations to protect workers safety.[footnoteRef:1]  Emergency responders must use proper PPE when exposed to a patient with suspected or confirmed contagious diseases or other sources of SARS-CoV-2. 7. Inform the class that they will again join a group in the breakout rooms.  Display Slide 2 on your desktop and share your screen, briefly review the directions.  
8. Inform students that they will collaborate with their group to brainstorm a list of school subject areas that may also require PPE for protection and safety and at least one type of PPE requested for that classroom and how that PPE may protect the learning environment.  Each group should choose a volunteer to record the group’s ideas on the slide and save for reporting out.  
9. Allow approximately 15 minutes for this breakout room activity, checking on progress by entering break out rooms again after assigning each group their job title; the teacher can check for raised hands/questions.  
10. Bring the groups back to the whole group session and call on group volunteers to report on one different class subject, the possible PPE required and how the PPE protects the learning environment.  
 If breakout rooms are not available:
· [bookmark: _Hlk47267944]Display the Slide 1 on your desktop and share your screen.  Allow time for each student to write down their individual responses.  After 10 minutes, call out a worker and ask for volunteers to read their responses.  
Or
· Allow students to choose a worker from the list and send you a private chat with their responses.  You can choose 4-5 responses to read aloud to the group but do not read the students’ names to maintain privacy of their feelings. 
Possible Responses:  
· P.E. (athletic shoes to protect feet, sunscreen or hats if outdoors, pads, helmets, gloves to protect from injury, etc.
· Labs (coat to protect clothes, goggles to protect eyes, gloves to protect hands, etc.)
· Core Subjects Classrooms during pandemics (masks, face shields, personal supplies, etc.)
· Shop Class (Close toe shoes to protect feet, gloves to protect hands, goggles to protect eyes, something to keep hair form hanging down and getting caught in machinery, etc.)
· Art (smock to protect clothes, mask when working with paints with fumes, etc.
School PPE may protect the learning environment in the following ways:
· Allow schools to continue with in-person learning
· Help keep students and staff healthy and able to be present
· Provide a feeling of safety and well-being 
· Support academic progress by reducing disruptions to learning
· Awareness of shared experiences
