Objectives:  Students will…
· Learn what it means to be a positive community member of their school and beyond
· Explore rights and responsibilities of global community membership
· Write a mission statement 

Protective Factor Developed: Belief in Future
SEL Competency: Self-Awareness

Materials:

· No Breakout Room Option (slide 3)

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk30146921]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· [bookmark: _Hlk47450807]Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements and relating relevant content to their curriculum.  In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions.  Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons.  It also provides opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching.  Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
· Implementing LRE online with the classroom teacher will also provide support with teaching online.  The teacher can help monitor chats and address raised hands and technical difficulties.

Attention Grabber: 
1. [bookmark: _Hlk48923453]Share your screen containing a document with the words “Community Member”.  Ask the students to type examples of a community member in the chat box or verbally provide responses.  Copy and paste or record student examples on your document, if a shared document is not available.  
Possible Responses:  lives in a particular place, has responsibilities for being part of the community, respect for others, obeys laws, honest and dependable, serves the needs of others, contributes to society, informed about the world around them, etc.
2. [bookmark: _Hlk48212694]Instruct each student to record on their own paper, specific examples of their personal community membership.  For example, picks up trash along their path, reports cyberbullying, seeks to learn about current events affecting their school, and encourages friends to follow school rules.  Allow 2 minutes for this activity.
3. When the time is up, call on a few volunteers to share their examples with the class.  Encourage each volunteer to share something different from the last volunteer.

Problem-Solving and Application Activities:
4. [bookmark: _Hlk47453257][bookmark: _Hlk47509612]Display the Rights and Responsibilities Chart (Slide 1) on your computer screen and briefly review the directions.  Inform the students that they will work with a group in a breakout room with these directions.  Inform them that you will visit each breakout room to assign them their location.  (Or type the location to a person in each group to share with their group.) 
5. Allow 15 minutes for this activity.  When the time is up, bring groups back to the whole group and call on group leaders to report out for their group.  Add any important information not mentioned. (See Facilitator Guide)
If breakout rooms are not available:
· Display slide 3 and ask students to brainstorm with you, rights and responsibilities they think having that right may carry.  Record student ideas on the slide.  
6. Next, ask the class to type rights they heard repeated in the chat box, if someone already typed the one, they were thinking of, students may add an emoji agreeing or type the word, “Agree” in the chat box.  Read off the chat replies as they come in.
7. [bookmark: _Hlk47453425]Explain to the class that being a community member of a location carries responsibilities to preserve rights.  Rights provide freedoms to exercise those rights.  A mission statement is a way to express how you feel, in this case about your responsibilities as a member of your school and beyond and how you will accomplish it.  (You may want to share your own personal mission statement as a school safety program officer or your school’s mission statement about education.)
8. Display the Mission Statement (Slide 2) on your computer screen and briefly review the directions.  Inform the students that they will work individually with these directions.  Students may send chat messages to you if they have any questions.  
9. Allow 10 minutes for students to write.  When the time is up, call on volunteers to share their mission statement by either sharing their screen with their written mission statement and/or reading it aloud to the whole class.
10. Instruct all students to send you or the teacher a copy of their mission statement with their name on it so you can read them all later.   

Lesson Closure:  
1. Ask students what it would be like if students did not practice citizenship?  Instruct the students to write their response on a piece of paper with a colored marker, big enough for others to see when they hold it up on their webcam.  Allow 3 minutes and then start calling on volunteers to display their response on their webcam.  
2. Instruct all students to send you or the teacher a copy of their response with their name on it so you can read them all later.   
Possible Responses:  disrupt the classroom if students did not listen to the teacher, students could be bullied, harassed or assaulted in students were not respectful, students would push and shove in lines and not take turns, the school property could get vandalized and destroyed, etc.
