Path to Understanding the Perspectives of Others Lesson Plan

Objectives:  Students will…
· Understand how understanding the perspectives of others may improve the school environment.
· Learn ways to understand the perspective of others.

Timeframe: 40 Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk30146921]Team Teaching:  For effective implementation of Law Related Education (LRE), team teach with the classroom teacher by…
· [bookmark: _Hlk47170461]Encouraging classroom teachers to participate in all activities by injecting clarification statements and relating relevant content to their curriculum.  In this method, students will see more connections to their student life and be willing to carry over concepts and skills learned in LRE.
· Assigning the classroom teacher part of the lesson instructions.  Team teaching with the classroom teacher enables the students to further see the importance of LRE lessons.  It also provides opportunity for the classroom teacher to demonstrate teaching skills conducive for effective teaching.  Student attention can be maintained easier with different voices and personalities experienced throughout the lesson.
· Implementing LRE online with the classroom teacher will also provide support with teaching online.  The teacher can help monitor chats and address raised hands and technical difficulties.
· Follow the system that teachers have in place for online learning and work in conjunction with the teacher to make sure that they have a plan in place to monitor appropriately.

Attention Grabber: 
1. Ask the class if they ever thought about what it would be like if we could read each other’s thoughts to learn someone’s perspective or point of view on things, why they think, feel or act, the way they do?  Allow for responses.  
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Say to the class, that since we really can’t read each other’s mind, how then can we learn about the perspectives of others.  Instruct the class to enter ideas in the chat box, read off ideas as they are entered.  
Possible Responses: listen, ask questions, observe, try to relate, accept it may be different or unknown, try to see things from their point of view, etc.

3. Instruct the class to brainstorm with you, steps they can take, based on information learned in the previous lessons, to gain better understanding of the perspectives of others.  
4. Record ideas on a blank work document.  
5. Match participants with a partner and assign them one of the following: 
A. School Staff
B. Family/Relatives
C. Peers/Friends
D. Classroom/Homeroom
E. School Community/Neighborhood
9. Instruct the partners to chat with each other in the chat box, possible effects taking steps to understand their perspectives may have on their school environment. 
10. Call on each partnership to report out.  

Lesson Closure:
1. Instruct students to share with the same partner, their responses to the following topic by chatting with each other in the chat box:  One thing they learned about understanding the perspectives of others.
2. After partners have had an opportunity to share with each other, call on volunteers to report out.
